Chapter 1

1. God, having of old spoken to our forefathers in many portions and many forms,

2. by the prophets, at last in these times has spoken to us by a Son: Whom He appointed Inheritor of all; and through Whom He made the ages; Eph. 1:10 (KJV))

3. Who-being the effulgence of His grandeur, and the representative of His essence, supporting all things by His powerful Degree-having made purification from sins, seated Himself in right of the Majesty on high; John 1:14 And the Word became incarnate, and encamped among us-and we gazed upon His majesty, such majesty as that of a Father’s only Son-full of beneficence and truth.
4. thus becoming  by so much superior to the Messengers, inasmuch as He inherited a more distinguished Power than they. Phil. 2:9-10 (KJV)
5. For when did He ever say to any of the Messengers?—

      YOU ARE MY SON, 

      TO-DAY I HAVE BEGOTTEN YOU? (1) and again, 

      I WILL BE A FATHER TO HIM,

      AND HE SHALL BE A SON TO ME. (2)
(It should be noted when reading verse 2 He appointed Inheritor of all. That nothing was removed from Jesus but all was given to Him. This and other scriptures will become important to those who believe some will be left behind.)

3. But respecting the Son: GREAT PRINCE, YOUR THRONE IS FOR EVER

      KINGDOM. Ps. 45:6-7 (KJV)

4. YOU HAVE LOVED RIGHTEOUSNESS, AND HATED LAWLESSNESS;  

      THEREFORE GOD, YOUR GOD, HAS ANOINTED YOU WITH A   

      DELIGHTFUL OIL ABOVE YOUR ASSOCIATES. (6)

9. Are they not all ministering spirits, dispatched to administer for the sake of those who will ultimately inherit salvation? Ps103:20; Mat. 18:10
Chapter 2

        1.  For this reason we ought especially to attend to what must be listened to, lest we  

             should ever be drawn aside. 

2. For if the message delivered by Messengers was reliable, and every transgression and disobedience received just punishment – Deut. 33:2

3. how shall we escape, if we neglect such a great salvation, who first received our information through the Lord, with confirmation to us of what was heard?-

4. God witnessing with signs, wonders and various powers, as well as a Holy Spirit apportioned by His will. Mark 16:20; Acts 2:22

5. For He has not subjected to Messengers the empire of the future, about which we speak. 2 Pet. 3:13 

6. And He gives evidence of this where some one says:

WHAT IS MAN, THAT YOU SHOULD REMEMBER HIM?- OR A SON OF MAN, THAT YOU SHOULD LOOK NO HIM? Job 7:17

7. YOU MADE HIM FOR A SHORT TIME LESS THAN THE ANGELS; BUT  

      SET HIM OVER THE WORKS OF YOUR HANDS,

(This scripture will come up later as we will read that we will judge angel.)

8.   HAVING SUBJECTED ALL BENEATH HIS FEET. (9) Mat 28:18, Eph. 1:22

         4) When I look at the sky, that Your fingers have made, With the moon and the Stars You have formed, 5) What   

         is Man, that You think about him?- What is Adam’s Son, that You regard? 6) You depressed him with Honour

         But if He subject all, He could leave nothing unsubjected to him, However, we  

      do not now see all subject to him.

9. But we see Jesus- depressed for a short time lower than the Messengers, by  

       having suffered death-crowned with majesty and honour, since by the kindness    

       of God He tasted death for all. Phil. 2:7-9

10. For it became Him, by Whom all exist, leading many sons to rectification, to perfect the Chief of their salvation by sufferings. Luke 24:46; Rom. 11:36; Acts 5:31 (KJV)

(Whom all exist, Jesus created all and all is subject to Him)

11. For the Purifier and the purified are both from One; for which reason He is not ashamed to call them brothers, Ch. 10:10

12. saying:

I WILL PROCLAIM YOUR NAME TO MY BROTHERS, IN THE MIDST OF THE ASSEMBLY I WILL SING OF YOU. (10)

         Save from the Lion’s mouth, Protect from tossing horns; 23) And then I’ll tell my friends Your name, And thank 

         among the crowd.

13. And again:

                      Shield, My Saviour, Horn, and Tower!

               BEHOLD, I MYSELF AND THE CHILDREN WHOM GOD HAS GIVEN 

               ME. (12)
             (12) Isa. 8:18

                     for I, and the children the EVERLIVING has given to me, are signs and warning to Israel from the Lord of Hosts  

                     dwelling on Mount Zion.

         14. Since, then, the children share in blood and flesh, He also partook of the same   

               with them; so that through death He might abolish him who has the dominion of  

              death, that is the Devil: John 1:14, Phil. 2:7; 1 Cor. 15:54 kjv

(Abolish is to remove or get rid of, destroyed)

15. and might release those  who through their whole life were subject to slavery through the dread of death. Luke 1:74, 2 Tim 1:7 kjv

16. For, indeed, He never descended upon angels, but instead, He descended upon the Heir of Abraham.

17. It was consequently imperative to be made similar in everything to His brothers; so that, pitying, He might be a merciful and faithful High priest before God, to overshadow with mercy the sins of the people. Phil 2:7; Ch. 4:15 kjv
18. For as He Himself suffered when tempted, He is able to encourage those who are tempted. Ch. 4:15-16 (KJV)

A Review of the Rituals of the Levitical Law, and their Fulfilment in Messiah, the Great Anti-Type.

Chapter 3

1.  Therefore, holy brethren, partakers of the heavenly calling, observe that the   

     Apostle and High Priest of our confession, Jesus,

2. was faithful to His Maker-as Moses was-in all His house. Num. 12:7 kjv

3. But He is thought worthy of a greater dignity than Moses, by as much as the master of the house has more honour than its steward.

4. For every house is organized by someone; but God is the organizer of all things. Eph. 2:10, ch.1:2
(God is the organizer of all things nothing is done by us that is not first put in place by Him)

5. And Moses, indeed was faithful in all his house as a servant, a witness of what was ordered; ver. 2; Ex. 14:31

6. but Christ as a Son over His own house: whose house we are if we firmly posses the confidence and reliance of our Hope until the end.

7. Therefore, as the Holy Spirit says: IF YOU WOULD LISTEN TO HIS VOICE TO-DAY, 

8. HARDEN NOT YOUR HEARTS, AS IN THE BITTERNESS DURING THE PERIOD OF TRAIL IN THE DESERT; 

9. WHERE YOUR FATHERS TRIED ME, PROVED ME, AND FOR FORTY YEARS SAW MY WORKS. 

10. THEREFORE I WAS PROVOKED WITH THAT GENERATION, AND SAID, THEY ALWAYS WANDER AT HEART; AND HAVE NOT ACKNOWLEDGED MY PATHS: 

11. SO THAT I DECLARED IN MY ANGER, THEY SHALL NOT ENTER INTO MY REST. (13)
(13) Psa 95: 7-11

      For He is our God- And we are His race, His Flock, and the sheep of His hand! 8) To-day, if you list My (note    

         Psalm 95, v. 8. I FF render this line in the first person, in accordance with the context, for the Hebrew letter, “his” 

          and you, “my” are so much alike as in MSS. To be easily confused, as seems likely in this passage. 

12. Take care, brethren, lest there should ever be in any of you a bad unbelieving heart, to turn away from a living God.

13.  But, instead, exhort yourselves every day, while it is called To-day, so that none among you may be hardened by the seductiveness of sin.

14. For we shall be participators with THE MESSIAH, if we steadily hold fast to the first foundation until perfect,

15. therefore He said: 

  IF TO-DAY YOU WOULD LISTEN TO HIS VOICE, HARDEN NOT YOUR   

  HEARTS AS IN THAT BITTERNESS.

16. But what hearers tried Him? – did not all coming from Egypt through Moses?

17. And by whom was He provoked forty years? – was it not with the sinners, whose carcases fell in the desert?

18. And to whom was He declare that they should not enter into His rest – 

19. if not to the unbelieving? From which we perceive that they were not able to enter in because of unbelief.

Chapter 4

1. Let us therefore be careful, lest by abandoning a promise to enter into His rest,    

    any one from among you should think of lagging behind.

2. For we are promised as they were; but the message heard did not profit them, not   

    being united with faith by the hearers.

2. But we, the believers, may enter that rest (although He said: - AS I DECLARED 

    IN MY ANGER, THEY SHALL NOT ENTER INTO MY REST: - as though   

    From the exertions of construction after founding a universe, where it says about     

    the seventh thus:

4. AND GOD RESTED UPON THE SEVENTH PERIOD FROM ALL HIS  

    WORKS. (14)

(14) Genesis 2:2

         And God rested at the seventh age from all the works which He had made;

        5.    But here again: THEY SHALL NOT ENTER INTO MY REST.

6. As, therefore, some failed to enter it, and those first promised entered not, through disobedience;

7. He again fixed a particular time, TO-DAY, saying, after that time, by David – as I said before- TO-DAY, IF YOU WILL HEAR HIS VOICE, HARDEN NOT YOUR HEARTS.

8.  For if Joshua had given that rest, He would not after that have spoken of another time.

9. Therefore there still remains a rest for the people of God.

10. For it shall enter into its rest, and rest itself from its labours, as God did from His own.

11. Let us therefore strive to enter into rest, so that no one may in the same be an example, by falling through disobedience.

12. For the word of God is living and energetic, and more cutting than any two-edged sword; and divides even the life and spirit, joints and marrow; and is critical of desires and thoughts of the heart. And there is no creature hidden before it;

13. but all is naked and bare to His eyes to Whom we have to account.

The Messiah’s Priestly Office

14. Having, therefore, a great High priest one into heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us cling to this confession

15. For we have not a High Priest unable to sympathize with our weakness; but equally tried in all thing like ourselves, yet sinless.

16. Let us go, therefore, with freedom to the throne of the Giver, so that we may receive mercy; and we shall find a perfectly supporting gift.

Chapter 5

     1.   For every high priest taken from among men is set up over men to attend to 

           the things of God, so  that he may offer gifts and sacrifices for sins;

2. and be able to sympathize for sins; with the ignorant and erring, because he is himself surrounded with weakness:

3. and for that reason he ought to offer for his own sins as well as for the people.

4. And not any one takes this honour to himself, unless called by God, even Aaron was.

5. Thus also the Messiah did not Himself decree that He should become a High  

      Priest; but, instead, He Who said to Him: YOU ARE MY SON. TO-DAY I 

       HAVE BEGOTTEN YOU. (15)

(15) Psa. 2:7

        And I proclaim the facts, the Life declared to me, “To-day I have brought out yourself who are my son;

6. And as He says in another place: YOU ARE AN ENTERNAL PRIEST,  

      ACCORDING TO THE ORDER OF MESCHI-SEDEK. (16)

(16) Psa. 110:4

        The lord promised, and never will change! For ever you shall be a Priest Of the Order of Melk-I-Zedek!

7. Who in the days of His incarnation, having offered prayers and supplications with strong crying and tears, to Him able to save Him from death, and having been listened to because of his entreaty,

8. although indeed he was a Son, He learnt obedience by what He suffered;

9. and having been perfected, He became the origin of eternal salvation to all who obey Him-

10. having been publicly proclaimed under God a High Priest of the order of Melchi-sedek;

11. of Whom we have to express much thought and difficult to explain, since you have become sluggish to the sounds.

12. For at the time when you ought to be teachers, you have need again for some one to teach you the rudiments of the first principles of God’s purposes; and you have come to have need of milk, and not of solid food.

(Many ministers have forgotten the first principles of God’s purpose. Not only to love His children both sons and daughters, but also to feed His children, cloth His children and to teach His Children)

13. For every one who uses milk is ignorant of a reason for righteousness;

14. for he is an infant. Bur solid food is for the matured, for those who through their disciplined facilities are exercised to decide between good and evil.

Chapter 6

     1.  Consequently, dismissing between the reason for the first object of the 

          Messiah, let us bear forward to its conclusion-not again laying a foundation of  

           turning from dead  rituals; and of trust upon God:

2. of teaching of baptisms; or of laying on of hands; of resurrection from death; and of eternal judgment:

3. yet we will do this, if God permits.-

4. For those who have been once enlightened, and tasted of heavenly gift, and been partakers of holy spirit;

5. and have tasted the noble plan of God, and power of a future age,

6. and have fallen away-it is useless to renew them into a change of mind;- they having by themselves crucified a fresh the Son of God, and openly disgraced Him.

7. For the land that has drunk the rain coming often upon it, and has yielded crops useful to those by whom it has been cultivated, receives approval from God;

8. but if it produces unexpected and nearly accursed thorns and thistles, their end is for burning.

9. But we are persuaded better of you, friends, things that bring salvation, although we speak in this way.

10. For God is not so unjust as to be forgetful of your work, and of the love which has been shown to His Name, by having ministered to the holy, and still ministering.

11. But we wish each of you to show the same earnestness to the end, to perfect hope;

12. so that you may not become sluggish, but imitators of those who through faith and endurance inherited the promises.

13. For God, promising to Abraham, since He had none greater to swear by, He swore by Himself, saying,

14. WHEN BLESSING I WILL BLESS YOU, AND INCREASING I WILL 

       INCREASE YOU. (17)

       (17) Gen. 22:17

               that when blessing I will bless you, and when increasing I will increase your race as the stars of the skies, and 

               like the sand upon the sea-shore; and your race shall possess the gates of its enemies;

15. And then, after long expectation, he obtained the promise.

16. For men indeed swear by the greater, and in all disputes the oath is used by them for confirmation-

17. by which God, wishing to show  more certainly the unalterable nature of His decision to the inheritors of the promise, intervened with an oath;

(By adoption we are the heirs of the promise we now have a greater right and we cannot be disinherited)

18. so that by two unchangeable things, in which it was impossible for God to be false, we might have a stronger hold, when we fly to seize the settled hope,

19. which we have as a sure and firm anchor of the soul, and carried inside the inner veil;

(In the O/T only the highest priest by the order of Levi could enter into the Holy of the Holiest, the inner veil but now we all have that right and we all enter for He dwells within us as we dwell within Him for now we are cleaved as one.) 

20. where as a Forerunner Jesus has entered for us, becoming a High Priest for ever according to the order of Melchi-sedek.

Chapter 7

         1.  For this Melchi-sedek, king of Salem, a High Priest of the Highest God,   

              who met Abraham returning from the defeat of the kings, and blessed him-

         2. to whom the patriarch Abraham set apart a tenth of all-whose name  

            interpreted is, first, King of Righteousness, and then, King of Salem, which     

            is King of Peace;

3. unfathered, unmothered, unpedigreed, without recorded beginning of days or end of life; but, like the Son of God, remains a priest uninterruptedly.

4. But see how great he was, to whom Abraham the patriarch gave a tenth of the best spoils!

5. And, indeed, those who receive the priesthood from the sons of Levi have a command by the law to tithe the people-that is, their brothers-although they are direct issue of Abraham

6. But he who was not pedigreed from them tithed Abraham, and blessed him who had the promises!

7. But, without any contradiction, the lesser is blessed by the greater. 

8. And here indeed mortal men take tithes; but there, it is witnessed that he lives.

9. And, as one may say, Levi, the receiver of tithes, was tithed through Abraham;

10.  for he was as yet in the loins of his father when Melchi-sedek met him.

11. If, therefore, perfection were through the Levitical priesthood, for under which the people were legislated, then why need another priest be appointed, of the order of Melchi-sedek, and not nominated from the order of Aaron?

12. For when the priest is being changed, of necessity comes a change of ritual.

13. But He of Whom this was said partook of another tribe, from which none approached the altar;

14. for it is clear that our Lord arose from the tribe of Judah, regarding which tribe Moses spoke nothing concerning priests,

15. And it is now very clear if another High Priest is appointed similar to Melchi-sedek,

16. He comes not according to a law of physical order, but  by power of an unfailing life;

17. for it is witnessed: That 

      YOU ARE AN ETERNAL  PRIEST, ACCORDING TO THE ORDER   

      OF MELCHI-SEDEK. (18)

( The reader may want to read that it was or is Jesus that is of the order of Melchi-Sedek but when you read verse 20 to 28 you will read that not only is he the Highest of Priest but in 21 “The Lord swore and will not alter, you are an eternal Priest.)

   (18)   Psa. 110:4

              The lord promised, and never will change! For ever you shall be a Priest Of the Order of Melk-I-Zedek!

18. But certainly when a change is made from a proceeding order, it is through its weakness and uselessness-

19. for the law perfected nothing, but introduced a better hope, by which we are brought near to God.

20. And therefore this was not done without an oath,

21. although they indeed became priests without an oath; but he with an oath by Him Who said to Him: THE LORD SWORE AND WILL NOT ALTER, YOU ARE AN ETERNAL PRIEST,

22. By which a very much better settlement came, secured by Jesus.

23. And, indeed, they were many who became priests, because they were prevented permanently remaining through death. 

24. But He, by continuing for ever, holds the continuous Priesthood;

25. and so is able to perfectly save those coming to God through Him, always living to rectify on their behalf.

26. For such a High Priest-Who is holy, good, pure, free from sins, and Who has become higher tan the heavens-befits us;

27. Who has no need every day, as those high priests, to first offer a sacrifice for His own sins, then those of the people-for He did this once for all, offering Himself.

28. For the law appointed men high priests who were weak; but the word of the oath, surpassing the law, a perfected Son for ever.

Chapter 8

     1.  And this is the sum total of these reasonings: We have such a High Priest,   

          Who sits by right upon the throne of the Majesty in the heavens;

          2.  a Minister of the Sacred Rites, and of the true tabernacle, which the Lord  

               pitched and not man. 

3. For every high Priest is appointed to offer gifts and sacrifices; hence it is necessary that this One should also have something He might offer. 

( Here readers read that Abram gave to Melkizedek an offering of 10% Genesis 14:14-24) but my view is that Melkizedek had to give to Abram a gift since Abram released Melkizedek from captivity. This understanding then makes it clear that Jesus had to give us a greater gift. His gift was eternal life and salvation.)

4. If, therefore, He were upon earth, He could never be a priest-whose existing to offer gifts according to law;

5. who serve as a sketch and a shadow of the heavenly, as Moses was  

      commanded when about to complete the tabernacle. FOR TAKE CARE, 

      He said, YOU MAKE ALL ACCORDING TO THE MODEL SHOWN  

      TO YOU IN THE MOUNTAIN. (19)

           (19) Exod. 25:40

                   And be careful to make them according to the pattern I showed you on the mountain.

6. But now He performs a far better service, inasmuch as He is the Mediator of a better settlement, which is enacted upon better promises.

7. For if that first had been faultless, He would not have sought a place for a second.

8. For He says, reproaching them: SEE, THE DAYS COME, SAYS THE LORD, WHEN I WILL COMPLETE WITH ISRAEL’S HOUSE AND THE HOUSE OF JUDAH A NEW SETTLEMENT; 

9. NOT LIKE THE SETTLEMENT MADE WITH THEIR FATHERS, IN THE DAY WHEN I TOOK THEM WITH MY HAND, TO LEAD FROM THE LAND OF EGYPT, WHEN THEY REMAINED NOT IN MY PLAN, AND I WAS SORRY FOR THEM, SAYS THE LORD: 

10. THIS, THEN, IS THE SETTLEMENT I WILL MAKE WITH ISRAEL’S HOUSE AND AFTER THOSE DAYS, SAYS THE LORD, INTO THEIR UNDERSTANDING PUT MY LAWS, AND ON THEIR HEARTS I WILL WRITE THEM,AND I WILL BE A GOD TO THEM, AND THEY A PEOPLE BE TO ME:

11. NOR EACH SHALL TEACH HIS FRIEND, AND EACH HIS BROTHER, SAYING, “KNOW THE LORD”; FOR EVERYONE SHALL UNDERSTAND ME, FROM THE LEAST UP TO THEIR GREATEST,

12. FOR I WILL PITY THEIR TRANSGRESSIONS, NOT REMIND THEM  

      OF THEIR SINS (20)

(God does not see nor will He search or remind us of our sin. We may displease Him and He as a Loving Father will correct us but our gift is eternal life with Him)

           (20) JER. 31:31-34

                   “Look!” says the EVER-LIVING, “the times will come when I will make a New Covenant with the House of Israel, and the House of Judah; 32) unlike the covenant that I made with their fathers, when I grasped them in My hand to bring them out from the land of the Mitzeraim, - which Covenant they broke, although I was their Guardian,” says the EVER-LIVING. 33) “But this is the Covenant that I will make with the House of Israel after these days,” says the EVER-LIVING. “I will fix My laws in their heart, - and I will be their God, and they shall be My People. 34) And they shall no more each instruct his neighbor, and each his brother, saying. ‘Learn about the EVER-LIVING!’ for all of them will know Me from the least to the greatest,” says the EVER-LIVING, “for I will pardon their frailty, and no more remember their sins.”

13. In saying, A NEW, He has made the first old; but the old and aged is nearly gone.

Chapter 9.

           1.   The first, however, had expiatory services with holy adornments.

2. For a tabernacle was first constructed, in which were the lamp, and the table, and the presentation of the loaves- which were called the Holies;

3. and within it the second veiled tabernacle named the Holy of Holies,

4. having a golden incense alter, and the ark of the covenant plated everywhere with gold, in which were the golden jar holding the manna, and the blossoming rod of Aaron, 

5. and above it cherubim of glory overshadowing the mercy-seat- to which this is merely an allusion.

(Book of Rev. 17:8 And the dwellers upon the earth, the name of whom is not recorded in the Book of Life from the foundation of the world, shall be astonished when they witness the beast that was, and is not, and yet confronts them. (Merely an allusion) whose name was not recorded in the book of life can only be the fallen angels because all of His arrangement is recorded in the book of life.)

6. And being thus furnished with these, the priest performing the services always entered the first tabernacle;

7. but into the second, the High Priest alone once a year, not without blood, which he offered for the forgetfulness of himself and of the people.

8. The Holy Spirit thus indicating that the way for the holy was not yet to be made visible while the first tabernacle was standing,

9. which was a representative to the then existing time; while gifts and sacrifices were offered, unable to perfect the worshippers’ conscience,

10. only consisting of food and drink, and different washings, and bodily purifications, until a time of rectification arrived.

11. But Messiah having arrived, a High Priest of the benefits that are coming through the greater and more perfect tabernacle, not made by hands, that is not of this creation;

12. not with the blood of goats and bulls, but with His own blood, has entered once for all into the Holy place, having found an eternal redemption.

13. For if the blood of bulls and of goats, and ashes of a heifer, sprinkling the participators, could consecrate for the purification of the body;

14. how much rather can the blood of the Messiah, Who through and eternal Spirit offered Himself spotless to God, cleanse our conscience from dead rituals to serve a living God!

15. And by means of this He is an intermediary of a new settlement so that as a death was made for redemption from transgressions under the first settlement, those called for the eternal inheritance might receive the promise.

16. For where there is a settlement, it is necessary that the settler should have been carried off by death;

17. because a settlement comes into force after death, for it never has effect while the settler lives.

18. Whence neither the former was renewed. (21) with out blood;

                 (21)   Note Ff- This is the literal translation of the Greek of the Text, and that sense bears importance in the  

                           argument.

19 For every command of the law having been repeated by Moses to all the    

      people, he taking the blood of bulls and goats, with water, and  scarlet 

      wool, and hyssop, sprinkled the book itself, as well as all the people, 

      saying:

       20. THIS IS THE BLOOD OF THE SETTLEMENT WHICH GOD HAS    

             CONCLUDED WITH YOU. 

(22)  (Concluded means nothing is left to be done)
(22) Exod. 24:8

        Moses consequently took the blood and sprinkled it upon the People, and said, “This is the blood of the   

        Covenant which the EVER-LING has settled with you, in all these commands.”

21. And he sprinkled in the same way with the blood the tabernacle, and all  

      the instruments of the service.

22. And almost everything under the law shedding of blood no remission came.

23. Therefore, as these representatives of the heavenly things were purified, it was necessary that the heavenly themselves also by a better sacrifice than they.

24. For Messiah entered not into a hand-made sanctuary, a representation of the true; but into the heaven itself, where He now appears for us in the presence of God.

25. Yet not so that He might offer Himself often, as the High Priest entering the sanctuary yearly with blood of another;

26. for then He must often have suffered since the foundation of the universe. But now once for all, at the consummation of the ages, He has been manifested to abolish sin through the sacrifice of Himself.

(For all sins has been abolished. Many readers have not discerned they may say they are still a sinner; it is a state of mind. Once you confess with your mouth “I am no longer a sinner,” these actions and thoughts removed sin from you. If you want to be a sinner then confess, “I am a sinner,” personel this writer says, “I am no longer a sinner,” and I have taken my place with my Father.)

27. And inasmuch as it is appointed to men to die once, but after that a judgment:

28. thus also Messiah, having offered Himself once to take away sins from the many, will manifest Himself a second time, apart from sins, for the salvation of those expecting Him.

Chapter 10

              1.   For the Law, being a shadow of these future, benefits, not the  

                    representation itself of the facts, was never able to perfect the attendants 

                    by those yearly sacrifices  which were offered  continually-

2.  for then would they not have ceased to be offered? – because none of the worshippers would have consciousness of sins, having been once for all purified. . 

3. But, on the contrary, in them there was a yearly reminder of sins;

8. When it is said thus: YOU DID NOT DESIRE NOR APPROVE OF BURNT-OFFERINGS NOR SIN-OFFERINGS, which were offered according to the ritual- then he said: 

(Many pastors ask for offerings as if when you did not pay tithes and offering you have committed a sin because of O/T teachings under the Law. However, offerings should be paid as charity, your good works and that which will feed and cloth the children of God. The first “the Law has been replaced with the second, “Grace”.)

9. BEHOLD, I COME TO DO YOUR WILL. He takes away the first, so that He might establish the second.

10. By which WILL we are made holy through the offering of the body of Jesus the Messiah once for all.

11. And indeed every high priest stands daily serving and offering the same sacrifices repeatedly, which are never able to strip off sins.

12. But this One, having offered a single sacrifice for ever, sat down at the right of God;

13. henceforth awaiting, UNTIL HIS ENEMIES ARE PLACED A 

      FOOTSTOOL FOR HIS FEET. (24)

(24) Psa. 110:1

        The Lord said to my Prince, “Sit on My right hand, Till I place your foes As a stool for your feet.”

14. For by one offering He perfected the purified in perpetuity.

15. And the Holy Spirit confirms it to us, even after the previous statement:

16. THIS IS THE SETTLEMENT THAT I WILL SETTLE FOR THEM AFTER THOSE DAYS, SAYS THE LORD: I WILL PLACE MY LAWS UPON THEIR HEARTS. AND ON THEIR UNDERSTANDING WRITE THEM. 

17.  AND OF THEIR SINS AND LAWLESSNESS REMIND NO MORE. (25)

(25) Jer 31:33-34

        “But this is the Covenant that I will make with the House of Israel after these days,” says the EVER-LIVING. “I will fix My laws in their breast, and write them upon their heart, - and I will be their God, and they shall be My people. Chapter 11 

(When reading about faith we should understand we now have Christ like faith. Christ like faith is perfect faith. Perfect faith knows that it is done, not the hope for thing to be or come about.)

           1.  for  Faith is the standing-ground of the hopeful, the conviction of unseen  

                facts;

           2.  and our fathers proved it.

           3.  By faith we comprehend that the ages were arranged by the continuous  

                  intention of God, so that from the unseen the visible appeared.

             4.  By faith Abel offered to God a better sacrifice than Cain, whence it was 

                  witnessed from God upon his offering that he was righteous; and through 

                  it he yet speaks, although dead.

            5.  By faith Enoch passed over without seeing death; and was not found, 

                 because God had passed over: for before his passing over, it was testified 

                 he was pleasing God.

(Walking in an immortal body as Jesus came back to us after His resurrection. When reading the Book of Gen.2 it is implied that Adam walked with God in the Garden of Eden. Since it is only possible to walk with God in spirit the reader should give consideration that Adam was in an immortal body one that was not blood, flesh and bone but Bone and flesh only. This body is again described in Luke 24:39 “for a spirit has not flesh and bones,” The reason for this thought is that Adam walked with God for millions of years in his immortal body before the transgression.)

 20.  By faith also Isaac blessed Jacob and Esau, concerning future events.

      21. By faith dying Jacob blessed each of the sons of Joseph, and worshipped  

            reclining upon his couch.

      22. By faith Joseph, perfecting his life, remembered the departure of the sons  

            of Israel, and gave instructions as to his bones.

      23. By faith, when Moses was born, he was hid three months by his parents,  

            because they saw the child was noble; and they dreaded not the king’s 

            order.

       24. By faith Moses, having become great, refused to be called a son of  

             Pharaoh’s daughter; 

       25. choosing rather to be reviled with the people of God, than to have a 

             temporary enjoyment of sin;

        26. esteeming the reproach of the Messiah greater wealth than the treasures 

              of Egypt:  for he looked forward to the reward.

Note.—The Epistles to the Romans, Corinthians, and Hebrews, form what the old Greeks called a “Triology,” and in them St. Paul showed to the World the Christian Faith, in its Intellectual, Social, and Spiritual aspects, so as to enable every class of mind to comprehend its Eternal and Universal nature. Persistent efforts have been made for centuries to upset the Pauline authorship of the Epistle to the Hebrews, but no man who studied the mental peculiarities of St. Paul, and what I would call his idiom of thoughts, can doubt that he wrote it, for no other man could have done it. Undoubtedly he originally wrote it in Hebrew and had it translated by a Secretary into Greek for his edition of “Select Epistles,” to which it forms a splendid crown. Origen, the most ancient Biblical Critic, corroborates that the Hebrew composition was the first issued. FF

     Written by an unknown author at an unknown place to people at an unknown destination and at an unknown date, the book of Hebrews is nonetheless a masterful defense for the superiority of Jesus Christ over Judaism. Jesus is superior to angels (1:4), superior to Moses (3:3), and superior to the high priest (8:6), so that the new covenant which Jesus mediates is superior to the old covenant which is obsolete (8:6,13).

     In view of this superiority of Christ, Christians must “give the more earnest heed’ (2:1), must not have an unbelieving heart that turns away from the living God (3:12), must enter God’s ‘rest” (4:10), must not ‘fall away’ (6:6), must hold unswervingly to the hope they profess (10:23, and must fix and finisher of our faith” (12:2). Christians are “receiving a kingdom that cannot be moved” and in thankfulness they must worship God acceptably with reverence and awe ((12:28).

3. Without father, without mother, without descent, having neither beginning of days, nor end of life; but made like unto the Son of God; abideth a priest continually.

4. Now consider how great this man was, unto whom even the partriarch Abraham gave the tenth of the spoils.

5. And verily they that are of the sons of Levi, who receive the office of the priesthood, have a commandment to take tithes of the people according to the law, that is, of their brethren, though they come out of the loins of Abraham:

6. But he whose descent is not counted from them received tithes of Abraham, and blessed him that had the promise.

Gen. 14:19; Rom. 4:13

7. And without all contradiction the less is blessed of the better. (Here you must see that Melchisedec was the greater and he blessed Abraham not Abraham blessing the lesser but the greater blessing the lesser) 

8. And here men that die receive tithes; but there he receiveth them, of whom it is witnessed that he liveth.
9. And as I may so say, Levi also, who receiveth tithes, paid tithes in Abraham. 
10. For he was yet in the loins of his father, when Melchisedec met him.
11. If therefore perfection were by the Levitical priesthood, (for under it the people received the law,) what further need was there that another priest should rise after the order of Melchisedec, and not be called after the order of Aaron?
Ver. 18,19; Gal. 2:21; ch. 8:7

12. For the priesthood being changed, there is made of necessity a change also of the law.
13. For he of whom these things are spoken pertaineth to another tribe, of which no man gave attendance at the altar.
14. For it is evident that our Lord sprang out of Judah; of which tribe Moses spake nothing concerning priesthood.
Is. 11:1; Mat. 1:3; Luke 3:33

15. And it is yet far more evident: for that after the similitude of Melchisedec there ariseth another priest.
16. Who is made, not after the law of a carnal commandment, but after the power of endless life.
17. For he testifieth, Thou art a priest after the power of endless life.
18. For there is verily a disannulling of the commandment going before  for the weakness and unprofitableness thereof.

19. For the law made nothing perfect, but the bringing in of a better hope did; by the which we draw nigh unto God.

20. And inasmuch as not without an oath he was made priest: (Jesus did not take an oath as we do)

21. (For those priests were made without an oath; but this with an oath by him that said unto him, The Lord sware and will not repent, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec:)

22. By so much was Jesus made a surety (agreement) of a better testament.

23. And they truly were many priests, because they were not suffered to continue by reason of death:
24. But this man, because he continueth ever, hath an unchangeable priesthood.
25. Wherefore he is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for them.
26. For such an high priest became us, who is holy, harmless, undefiled, separate from sinners, and made higher than the heavens;

27. Who needeth not daily, as those high priests, to offer up sacrifice, first for his own sins, and then for the people’s for this he did once, when he offered up himself.
      Lev. 9:7

28. For the law maketh men high priest which have infirmity; but the word of the oath, maketh the Son, who is consecrated for evermore.

2. For there was a tabernacle made; the first, wherein was the candlestick, and the table, and the showbread; which is called the sanctuary.

3. And after the second veil, the tabernacle which is called the Holiest of all;

Ex. 26:31

4. Which had the golden censer, and ark of the covenant overland round about with gold, wherein was the golden pot that had manna, and Aaron’s rod that budded, and the tables of the covenant;

5. And over it the cherubims of glory shadowing the mercyseat; of which we cannot now speak particularly.

6. Now when these things were thus ordained, the priests went always into the first tabernacle, accomplishing the service of God.

7. But into the second went the high priest alone once every year, not without blood, which he offered for himself, and for the errors of the people:
Ex. 30:10; ch. 7:27

8. The Holy Ghost this signifying that the way into the holiest of all was not yet made manifest, while as the first tabernacle was yet standing:

9. Which was a figure for the time then present, in which were offered both gifts and sacrifices, that could not make him that did the service perfect, as pertaining to the conscience;

Gal. 3:21

10. Which stood only in meats and drinks, and divers washings, and carnal ordinances, imposed on them until the time of reformation.

11. but Christ being come an high priest of good things to come, by a greater and more perfect tabernacle, not made with hands, that is to say, not of this building;

ch. 3:1; ch. 10:1

12. Neither by the blood of goats and calves, but by his own blood he entered in once into the holy place, having obtained eternal redemption for us.

Ch. 10:4; Eph. 1:7; Col. 1:14; Zech. 3:9

13. For if the blood of bulls and of goats, and the ashes of the heifer sprinkling the unclean, sanctifieth to the purifying of the flesh:

Lev. 16:14

14. How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?

1 John 1:7; Rom. 1:4

15. And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, that by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions that were under the first testament, they which are called might receive the promise of eternal inheritance.

16. For a testament is, there must also of necessity be the death of the testator.

17. For a testament is of force after men are dead: otherwise it is of no strength at all while the testator liveth.

4. By faith Abel offered unto God a more excellent sacrifice than Cain, by which he obtained witness that he was righteous, God testifying of his gifts: and by it he being dead yet speaketh.

5. By faith Enoch was translated that he should not see death; and was not found, because God had translated him: for before his translation he had this testimony that he pleased God.

6. But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him.

7. By faith Noah, being warned of God of things not seen as yet, moved with fear, prepared an ark to the saving of his house; by the which he condemned the world, and became heir of the righteousness which is by faith.

8. By faith Abraham, when he was called to go out into a place which he should after receive for an inheritance, obeyed; and he went out, not knowing whither he went.

9. By faith he sojourned in the land of promise, as in a strange country, dwelling in tabernacles with Isaac and Jacob, the heirs with him of the same promise:

Gen. 12:8; ch. 6:17

10. For he looked for a city which hath foundations, whose builders and maker is God.

Ch. 12:22; Rev. 21:10

11. Through faith also Sarah herself received strength to conceive seed, and was delivered of a child when she was past age, because she judged him faithful who had promised.

Gen. 17:19; & 18:11; Luke 1:36

12. Therefore sprang there even of one, and him as good as dead, so many as the stars of the sky in multitude, and as the sand which is by the sea shore innumerable.

Rom. 4:19

13. These all died in faith, not having received the promises, but having seen them afar off, and were persuaded of them, and embraced them, and confessed that they were strangers and pilgrims on the earth.

14. For they that say such things declare plainly that they seek a country.

15. And truly, if they had been mindful of that country from whence they came out, they might have had opportunity to have returned.

16. But now they desire a better country, that is, an heavenly: therefore God is not ashamed to be called their God: for he hath prepared for them a city.

17. By faith Abraham, when he was tried, offered up Isaac: and he that had received the promises offered up his only begotten son,

20. By faith Isaac blessed Jacob and Esau concerning things to come.

21. By faith Jacob, when he was a-dying, blessed both the sons of Joseph; and worshipped, leaning upon the top of his staff.

22. By faith Joseph, when he died, made mention of the departing of the children of Israel; and gave commandment concerning his bones.                         

23. By faith Moses, when he was born, was hid three months of his parents, because they saw he was a proper child; and they were not afraid of the king’s commandment.

24. By faith Moses, when he was come to years, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh’s daughter;

Ex. 2:10

25. Choosing rather to suffer affliction with the people of God, than to enjoy the pleasure of sin for a season;

26. Esteeming the reproach of Christ greater riches than the treasures in Egypt: for he had respect unto the recommence of the reward.

Ch. 13:13

27. By faith he forsook Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king: for he endured, as seeing him who is invisible.

28.  Through faith he kept the Passover, and the sprinkling of blood, least he that destroyed the first born should touch them.

29. By faith they passed through the red sea as by dry land: which the Egyptians assaying to do were drowned.

30. By faith the walls of Jericho fell down, after they were compassed about seven days.
