Chapter 1.

The Theme.-i. 1-3

The Glory of the Son in His person and Work.

1. God having of old time spoken unto the fathers in the prophets by divers portions and in divers manners,

2. Hath at the end of these days spoken unto us in His Son, whom he appointed heir of all things, through whom also he made the worlds; 

3. Who being the effulgence of his glory, and the very image of his glory substance, and upholding all things by the word of his power, when he had made purification of sins, sat down on the right of Majesty on high.

Ch. 2: 9;4:14; 6:20; 7:16,25,28; *:1; 9:12,24; 10:12; 12:8,24,25 

First Section.-i. 4-14

The Son of God more than the Angels.

The Son-a more excellent Name.

4. Having become by so much better than the angels, as he hath inherited a more excellent name than they.
Ch. 1:4; 6:9, 7:7,19,22; 8:6; 9:23; 10:34; 11:16, 35,40; 12:24 

The Son-the Only Begotten.

5. For unto which of the angels said he at any time, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee? And again I will be to him a Father, and he shall be to me a Son?

6. And when he again bringeth in the firstborn into the world he saith, And let all angels of God worship him

Rom. 8:29; Col. 1:18; Rev. 1:5 

7. And of the angels he saith, Who maketh his angels winds, and his ministers a flame of fire:

The Son Himself God.

8. But of the Son he saith, Thy throne, O God, is for ever and ever; and the sceptre of uprightness is the sceptre of thy kingdom.

9. Thou hast loved righteousness, and hated iniquity; therefore God, thy God, hath anointed thee with the oil of gladness above thy fellows.

The Son-the Everlasting Creator

10. And, Thou, Lord, in the beginning hast laid the foundation of the earth, and the heavens are the works of thy hands:

11. They shall perish; but thou continuest; and they all shall wax old as doth a garment;

12. And as a mantle shalt thou roll them up, as a garment, and they shall be changed: but thou art the same, and thy years shall not fail.

The Son-on the Right Hand of God.

13. But of which of the angels hath he said at any time, Sit thou on my right hand, till I make thine enemies the footstool of thy feet?

14. Are they not all ministering spirits, sent forth to do services for the sake of them that shall inherit salvation?

Chapter II

The First Warning

Chap. ii 1-4

To take heed to what the Son speaks (1-4)

1. Therefore we ought to give the more earnest heed to the things that were heard, lest we drift away from them.
Ch. 1:1,2; 3:7,19; 4:2,11; 5:11; 6:5; 10:26,39; 12:25
2. For if the word spoken through angels proved stedfast, and every transgression and disobedience received a just recompense of reward;

3. How shall we escape, if we neglect so great salvation? Which having at the first been spoken through the Lord, was confirmed unto us by them that heard;

4. God also bearing witness with them, both by signs and wonders, and by manifold powers, and gifts of the Holy Ghost, according to his own will. 

Second Section. – ii. 5-18.

Jesus as Man more than the Angels.

The reason of His Humiliation.

All Things made subject to Man, not to Angels

5. For not unto angels did he subject the world to come, whereof we speak.

6. But one hath somewhere testified, saying, what is man, that thou art mindful of him? Or the son of man, that thou visitest him?

7. thou madest him a little lower than the angels; thou crownedst him with glory and honour, and didst set him over the works of thy hands:

8. Thou didst put all things in subjection under his feet. For in that he subjected all things unto him, he left nothing that is not subject to him. But now we see not yet all things subjected to him.

Man’s destiny fulfilled in Jesus.

9. But we behold him who hath been made a little lower than the angels, even Jesus, because of the suffering of death crowned with glory and honour, that by the grace of God he should taste death for every man.

The Reason for the Humiliation of Jesus-

10. For it became him, for whom are all things, and through whom are all things, in bringing many sons unto glory, to make the author of their salvation perfect through suffering.

Ch. 6:19; 12:2; 13:3

1. His being made perfect as our Leader.

11. For both he that sanctifieth and they that are sanctified are all of one; for which cause he is not ashamed to call them brethren,
ch. 3:1; 6:10; 8:2; 9:8,12,13; 10:10,14,19,29; 12:10,14,16; 18:12
12. Saying, I will declare thy name unto my brethren, in the midst of the congregation will I sing thy praise.

13. And again, Behold, I and the children which God hath given me.

2. Our deliverance from the power of the Devil.

14. Since then the children are shares in flesh and blood, he also himself in like manner partook of the same; that through death he might bring to naught him that had the power of death, that is the devil;

15. And might deliver all them who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage.

3. That He might become a Merciful High Priest.

16. For verily not of angels doth he take hold, but he taketh hold of the seed of Abraham.

17. Wherefore it behoved him in all things to be made like unto his brethren that he might be a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, to make propitiation for the sins of the people.
Ch. 2:14; 4:15; 5:2,3; 10:5,5; 12:2; 13:13

18. For in that he himself hath suffered being tempted, he is able to succour them that are tempted.

Chapter III.

Third Section.-iii. 1-6

Christ Jesus more than Moses

Christ faithful as Moses.

1. Wherefore, holy brethren, partakers of a heavenly calling, consider the Apostle and High Priest of our confession, even Jesus;
ch. 1:3; 8:1; 4:14; 10:23; 11:13; 13:15

2. Who was faithful to him that appointed him, as also was Moses in all his house.

Christ the Son, more than Moses, the Servant.

3. For he hath been counted worthy of more glory than Moses, by so much as he that built the house hath more honour than the house.

4. For every house is builded by some one; but he that built all things is God. 

5. And Moses indeed was faithful in all his house as a servant, for a testimony of those things which were afterward to be spoken;

6. But Christ as a son, over his house; whose house are we, if we hold fast our boldness f and the glorying of our hope g firm unto the end. h

The Second Warning

Chap. iii. 7-iv. 13.

Not to come short of the promised Rest.

How Israel failed.

7. Wherefore, even as the Holy Ghost saith, To-day if ye shall hear his voice, 

8.  Harden not your hearts, as in the provocation, like as in the day of the temptation in the wilderness,

9.  Wherewith your fathers tempted me by proving me, and saw my works forty years

10. Wherefore I was displeased with this generation, and said, They do always err in their hearts: but they did not know my ways;

11. As I sware in my wrath, They shall not enter into my rest.

The need of perseverance

12. Take heed, brethren, lest haply there shall be in any one of you an evil heart a of unbelief, in falling away from the living God b :

a Ch. 3:12

b Ch 9:14; 10:31; 12:22

13. But exhort one another day by day, so long as it is called To-day; lest any one of you be hardened by the deceitfulness of sin:

14.  For we are become partakers of Christ, if we hold fast the beginning of our confidence, firm unto the end:

15.  While it is said, To-day if ye shall hear his voice, harden not your hearts, as in the provocation.

Israel’s Unbelief and Disobedience.

16. For who, when they heard, did provoke? Nay, did not all they that came out of Egypt by Moses? 

17. And with whom was he displeased forty years/ was it not with them that sinned, whose carcases fell in the wilderness?

18. And to whom sware he that they should not enter into his rest, but to them that were disobedient?

19. And we see that they were not able to enter in because of unbelief.

Chapter IV.

By Faith we enter the Rest.

1. Let us fear therefore, lest haply, a promise being left of entering into his rest, any one of you should seem to have come short of it.

2. For indeed we have had good tidings preached unto us, even as also they; but the word of hearing did not profit them, because they were not united by faith with them that heard.

3. For we which have believed do enter into that rest; even as he hath said, As I sware in my wrath, they shall not enter into my rest: although the works were finished from the foundation of the world. 

Joshua did not bring the People into the Rest of God.

4. For he hath said somewhere of the seventh day on this wise, And God rested on the seventh day from all his works;

5.  And in this place again, They shall not enter into my rest.

6. Seeing therefore it remaineth that some should enter there into, and they to whom the good tidings were before preached failed to enter in because of disobedience,

7. He again defineth a certain day, saying in David, after so long a time, To-day, as it hath been before said, To-day if ye shall hear his voice, Harden not your hearts.

8. For if Joshua had given them rest, he would not have spoken afterward of another day.

9.  There remaineth therefore a Sabbath rest for the people of God.

Let us enter into the Rest.

10. For he that is entered into his rest hath himself also rested from his works, as God did from his.

11. Let us therefore give diligence to enter into that rest, that no man fall after the same example of disobedience.

The Power of God’s Word to judge us.

12.  For the word of God a is living, and active, and sharper than any two-edged sword, and piercing even to the dividing of soul and spirit, of both joints and marrow, and quick to discern the thoughts and intents of the heart.

a Ch. 2:2; 3:18’19; 4:11; 5:11; 6:5,6; 11:26,28,38,39;12:25

13. And there is no creature that is not manifest in his sight: but all things are naked and laid open before the eyes of him with whom we have to do.

Fourth Section.-iv. 14-v. 10.

Jesus our High Priest more than Aaron.

Jesus the great and sympathizing High Priest.

14. Having then a great high priest, who hath passed through the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our confession.

15. For we have not a high priest that cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but one that hath been in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.

16. et us therefore draw near with boldness unto the throne of grace, that we may receive mercy, and may find grace to help us in time of need.

Chapter V

A High Priest must have Compassion.

1. For every high priest taken from among men, is appointed for men in things pertaining to God, that he may offer b both gifts and sacrifices for sins: 

b Ch.. 5:7; 8:3; 9:7,9,14,23,25,26,28; 10:1,2,5,6,8,10,12,14,18,26.

2. Who can bear gently with the ignorant and erring, for that he himself also is compassed with infirmity;

3.  And by reason thereof is bound, as for the people, so also for himself, to offer for sins.

A High Priest must be appointed of God.

 4.  And no man taketh the honour unto himself, but when he is called of God, even as was Aaron.

5. So Christ also glorified not himself to be made a high priest, but he that spake unto him, Thou art my Son, This day have I begotten thee:

6.  As he saith also in another place, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchizedek.  

Jesus our High Priest perfected through Obedience

7. Who in the days of his flesh, having offered up prayers and supplications with strong crying and tears unto him that was able to save him from death, and having been heard for his godly fear,

8. Though he was a Son, yet learned obedience by the things which he suffered;

9.  And having been made perfect, he became unto all them that obey him the author of eternal salvation;

10. Named of God a high priest after the order of Melchizedek.

The Third Warning

Chap. v. 11-vi. 20

Against Sloth and Apostasy

The Difference between the Slothful and the Perfect.

11. Of whom we have many things to say, and hard of interpretation, seeing ye are become dull of hearing. a

a. Ch. 6:12; 12:12

12. For when by reason of the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need again that some one teach you the rudiments of the first principles of the oracles of God; and are become such as have need of milk, and not of solid food.

13. For every one that partaketh of milk is without experience of the word of righteousness; for he is a babe.

14. But solid food is for full-grown b 

b  Ch. 2:10; 5:9,14; 6:1; 10:1,9,14:40; 12;23; 18:21.

Chapter VI

The need of pressing on to Perfection

1. Wherefore let us cease to speak of the first principles c of Christ, and press on unto perfection; not laying again a foundation of repentance from dead works, d  and of faith toward God,

c Ch. 3:14; 5:12.

d Ch. 9:14

2. Of the teaching of baptisms, and of laying on of hands, and resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment.

3. And this will we do, if God permit.

No Hope for the Apostate.

4. For as touching those who were once enlightened and tasted of the heavenly gift, and were made partakers of the Holy Ghost,

5. And tasted the good word of God, and the powers of the age to come,

6. And then fell away, it is impossible to renew them again unto repentance; seeing they crucify to themselves the Son of God afresh, and put him to an open shame. e
e Ch. 10:26,29,39; 12:17

7.  For the land which drunk the rain that cometh oft upon it, and bringeth forth herbs meet for them for whose sake it is also tilled, receiveth blessing from God:

8.  But if it beareth thorns and thistles, it is rejected and nigh unto a curse; whose end is to be burned.

Encouragement to Perseverance

9. But, beloved, we are persuaded better things of you, and things that accompany salvation, though we thus speak:

10. For God is not unrighteous to forget your work and the love which ye showed toward his name, in that ye ministered unto the saints, and still do minister.

11. And we desire that each one of you may show the same diligence unto the fullness f  of hope even to the end: 

f Ch. 10:22

12. That ye be not sluggish, but imitators of them who through faith and patience inherit the promise. g

g Ch.  6:17; 9:15; 11:7,8; 12:17

Our Hope in the Faithfulness of God.

13.  For when God made promise to Abraham, since he could swear by none greater, he sware by himself,

14.  Saying, Surely blessing I will bless thee, and multiplying I will multiply thee.

15. And thus, having patiently endured, he obtained the promise. a

a Ch. 11:13,33,39
16. For men swear b by the greater: and in every dispute of theirs the oath is final for confirmation.

b Ch. 3:11; 7:21

17. Wherein God being minded to shew more abundantly unto the heirs of the promise the immutability of his counsel, interposed with an oath:

18.  That by two immutable things, in which it is impossible for God to lie, we may have a strong encouragement, who have fled for refuge to lay hold of the hope set before us;

19.  Which we have as an anchor of the soul, a hope both sure and steadfast and entering into that which is written the veil;

20. Whither as a fore-runner Jesus entered for us, having become a high priest for ever after the order of Melchizedek

Chapter VII

Fifth Section

The New priesthood after the order of Melchizedek.

Melchizedek made like to the Son of God.

1. For this Melchizedek, king of Salem (an Old Testament name for Jerusalem CFT), priest of God Most High, who met Abraham returning from the slaughter of the kings, and blessed him,

2.  To whom also Abraham divided a tenth part of all (being first, by interpretation, King of righteousness, and then also King of Salem, which is, King of peace;

3. Without father, without mother, without genealogy, having neither beginning of days nor end of life, but made like unto the son of God), abideth a priest continually. 

Melchizedek more than Abraham.

4. Now consider how great this man was, unto whom Abraham, the patriarch (the leader of a tribe CFT), gave a tenth out of the spoils. 

5. And they indeed of the sons of Levi that receive the priest’s office have commandment to take tithes of the people according to the law, that is, of their brethren, through these have come out of the loins of Abraham. (the law had not been written yet nor was there yet the tribe of Levi CFT)

6.  But he whose genealogy is not counted from them hath taken tithes of Abraham, and hath blessed him that hath the promises.

7. But without any dispute the less is blessed of the better. 

Melchizedek more than Levi.

8. And here men that die receive tithes; but there one, of whom it is witnessed that he liveth.

9. And, so to say, through Abraham even Levi, who received tithes, hath paid tithes;

10. For he was yet in the loins of his father, when Melchizedek met him.

The New priesthood sets aside the order of Aaron.

11. Now if there was perfection through the Levitical priesthood (for under it hath the people received the law), what further need was there that another priest should arise after the order of Melchizedek, and not be reckoned after the order of Aaron?

12. For the priesthood being changed, there is made of necessity a change also of the law.

13.  For he of whom these things are said belongeth to another tribe, from which no man hath given attendance at the altar. 

14. For it is evident that our Lord hath sprung out of Judah; as to which tribe Moses spake nothing concerning priests.

The New priesthood after the power of the Endless Life.

15. And what we say is yet more abundantly evident, if there ariseth, another priest,

16. Who hath been made, not after the law of a carnal commandment, but after the power of an endless life:

17. For it is witnessed of him, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchizedeck.

18. For there is a disannulling of a forgoing commandment because of its weakness and unprofitableness. Ch 8:13; 10:9; 12:18

19. (For the law made nothing perfect), and a bringing in thereupon of a better hope, through which we draw nigh unto God. Ch 4;16; 7:25; 9:8,14; 10:1,19;12:22

The New priesthood appointed by the oath of God

20. And inasmuch as it is not without the taking of an oath.

21.  (For they indeed have been made priests without an oath; but he with an oath by him that saith of him, The Lord sware and will not repent himself, Thou art a priest for ever);

22. By so much also hath Jesus become the surety of a better covenant.

As an Priesthood it brings a complete Salvation.

23. And they indeed have been made priests many in number, because that by death they are hindered from continuing:

24. But he, because he abideth forever, hath his priesthood unchangeable. c
c  Ch. 1:8; 5:6,9; 6:20; 7:17,21,24,25,28; 9:12,14,15; 10:14,15; 13:8,21

25. Wherefore also he is able to save to the uttermost them that draw near liveth to make intercession for them.

Our High priest the Son perfected for ever.

26. For such a high priest became us, holy, guileless, undefiled, separated from sinners, and made higher than the heavens.

 27. Who needeth not daily, like those high priests, to offer up sacrifices, first for his own sins, and then for the sins of the people: for this he did once d for all, when he offered up himself.

d Ch. 9:12,26,28; 10:10,12,14

28. For the law appointeth men high priests, having infirmity; but the word of the oath, which was after the law, appointeth a Son, perfected for evermore.

Chapter VIII

Sixth Section.-viii. 1-13

The New Sanctuary and the New Covenant.

The high Priest on the Throne.

1. Now in the things which we are saying the chief point is this: We have such a high priest, who sat down on the right hand of the throne of the Majesty in the heavens, e

e Ch. 1:3; 2:9; 4:14; 6:20; 7:16,25,26; 8:5; 9:12,23,24; 10:12; 12:3,22,24,25

A Minister of the true Sanctuary.

2. A minister of the sanctuary, and of the true tabernacle, which the Lord pitched, not man.

3. For every high priest is appointed to offer both gifts and sacrifices: wherefore it is necessary that this high priest also have somewhat to offer.

4. Now if he were on earth, he would not be a priest at all, seeing there are those who offer the gifts according to the law;

5. Who serve that which is a copy and shadow of the heavenly things, even as Moses is warned of God when he is about to make the tabernacle: for, See, saith he, that thou make all things according to the pattern that was shewed thee in the mount.

The mediator of the New Covenant

6. But now hath he obtained a ministry the more excellent, by how much also he is the mediator of a better covenant, which hath been enacted upon better promises.

7. For if that first covenant had been faultless, the, would no place have been sought for a second. 

8. For finding fault with them, he saith, Behold, the day come saith the Lord, that I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah;

9. Not according to the covenant that  I made with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to lead them forth out of the land of Egypt; for they continued not in my covenant, and I regarded them not. saith the Lord.

The Blessings of the New Covenant. 

10. For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and on their heart a also will I write them: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people.
a Ch. 3:8,10,12; 10:22; 13:9

11. And they shall not teach every man his fellow-citizen, and every man his brother, saying, Know the Lord: for all shall know me, from the least to the greatest of them.

12. For I will be merciful to their iniquities, and their sins will I remember no more.

13. In that he saith, A new covenant, he hath made the first old. But that which is becoming old and waxeth aged is nigh unto vanishing away.

Chapter IX.

Seventh Section.-ix 1-28

The Power of Jesus’s Blood to inaugurate the New sanctuary and the New Covenant.

The Holy Place and the Most High

1. Now even the first covenant had ordinances of divine service, and its sanctuary, a sanctuary of this world.

2. For there was a tabernacle prepared, the first, wherein were the candlestick, and the table, and the shew-bread; which is called the Holy place.

3. And after the second veil, the tabernacle which is called the Holy of holies;

4. Having a golden censer, and the ark of the covenant overlaid round about with gold, wherein was a golden pot holding the manna, and Aaron’s rod that budded, and the tables of the covenant;

5. And above it cherubim of glory overshadowing the mercy-seat; of which things we cannot now speak severally.

The Way into the holiest not yet opened.

6. Now these things having been thus prepared, the priests go in continually into the first tabernacle, accomplishing the services;

7. But into the second the high priest alone, once in the year, not without blood, which he offereth for himself, and for the errors of the people: 

8. The Holy Ghost this signifying, that the way into the holy place b hath not yet been manifest, while as the first tabernacle is yet standing;

b Ch. 9:12,24; 10:19,22; 12:22.

9. Which is a parable for the time now present; according to which are offered both gifts and sacrifices that cannot as touching the conscience, make the worshipper perfect,

10. Being only (with meats and drinks and divers and divers washings) carnal ordinances, imposed until a time reformation. 

Christ, through His own Blood, openeth the Holiest.

11. But Christ having come a high priest of the good things to come, through the greater and more perfect tabernacle, not made with hands, that is to say, not of this creation,

12.  Nor yet through the blood of goats and calves, but through his own blood, a entered in once for all into the holy place, having obtained eternal redemption.

a Ch. 9:14,20; 10:19,22,29,29; 11:28; 12:24; 13:12,20

The Blood cleaning our Conscience

13. For if the blood of goats and bulls, and the ashes of a helfer sprinkling them that have been defiled, sanctify unto God, unto the cleanse of the flesh:

14. How much more shall the blood of Christ, who  through the eternal spirit, offered himself without blemish unto God, cleanse your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?

The Death of the Mediator of the New Covenant.

15. And for this cause he is the mediator of a new covenant, that a death having taken place for the redemption of the transgressions that were under the first covenant, they that have been called may receive the promise of the eternal inheritance.

16. For where a testament is, there must of necessity be the death of him that made it.

17. For a testament is of force where there hath been death: for doth it ever avail while he made it liveth?

The Old Covenant dedicated with Blood.

18. Wherefore even the first covenant hath not been dedicated without blood.

19.  For when every commandment had been spoken by Moses unto all the people according to the law, he took the blood of the calves and the goats, with water and scarlet wool and hyssop, and sprinkled both the book itself, and all the people,

20. Saying, this is the blood of the covenant which God commanded to you-ward. 

21. Moreover the tabernacle and all the vessels of the ministry he sprinkled in like manner with the blood.

22.  And according to the law, I may almost say, all things are cleaned, with blood, and apart from shedding of blood there is no remission.

The better Sacrifice has opened heaven itself.

23. It was necessary therefore that the copies of the things in the heavens should be cleaned with these; but the heavenly things themselves with better sacrifices than these.

24. For Christ entered not into a holy place made by hands, like in pattern to the true; but into heaven itself, now appear before the face of God for us.

Christ once offered to put away Sin.

25. Nor yet that he should offer himself often; as the high priest entereth into the holy place year by year with blood not his own;

26. Else must he often have suffered since the foundation of the world: but now once at the end of the ages hath he been manifested to put away sin by the sacrifice of himself.

27.  And inasmuch as it is appointed unto men once to die, and after this cometh judgment;

28. So Christ also, having been once offered to bear the sins of many, shall appear a second time apart from sins, to them that wait for him, unto salvation.

Chapter X

Eighth Section.-x. 1-18

The Infinite value of Christ’s Sacrifice.

The Law only a Shadow of good things to come.

1. For the law having a shadow of the good things to come, not the very image of the things to come, not the very image of the things, they can never with the same sacrifices year by year, which they offer continually, make perfect them that draw nigh.

2. Else would they not have ceased to be offered, because the worshippers, having been once cleansed, would have had no more conscience of sins?

3. But in those sacrifices there is a remembrance made of sins year by year.

4. For it is impossible that the blood of bulls and goats should take away sins

The doing of God’s will, the value of Christ’s Sacrifice.

5. Where when he cometh into the world, he saith, Sacrifice and offering thou wouldest not, but a body didst thou prepare for me; 

6. In whole burnt offering and sacrifices for sin thou hadst no pleasure:

7. Then said I, Lo, I am come (in the roll of the book it is written of me) To do thy will, O God.

8. Saying above, Sacrifices and offerings and those burnt offering and sacrifices for sin thou wouldest not, neither hadst pleasure therein (the which are offered according to the law),

9. Then hath he said, Lo, I am come to do thy will. He taketh away the first, that he may establish the second.

10. By which will we have been sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.

The one Sacrifice perfects for ever.

11. And every priest indeed standeth day by day ministering and offering oftentimes the same sacrifices, the which can never take away sins:

12. But he, when he had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God;

13. From henceforth expecting till his enemies be made the footstool of his feet.

14. For by one offering he hath perfected for ever them that are sanctified.

15. And the Holy Ghost also beareth witness to us: for after he hath said,

16. This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the lord; I will put my laws on their heart, and upon their mind also will I write them; then saith he,

17. And their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more.

18. Now where remission of these is, there is no more offering for sin.

Chapter XI

Tenth section.-xi.1-40

The Fulness of Faith.

Faith, the Eye of the Unseen.

1. Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the proving of things not seen.

2. For therein the elders had witness borne to them. b

b Ch. 11:4,5,39; 12:1.

3. By faith we understand that the worlds have been framed by the word of God, so that what is seen hath not been made out of things which do appear.

Of Faith before the Deluge.

4. By faith abel offered unto God a more excellent sacrifice than Cain, through which he had witness borne to him that he was righteous, God bearing witness in respect of his gifts: and through it he being dead yet speaketh.

5. By faith Enoch was translated that he should not see death; and he was not found, because God translated him: for before his translation he hath had witness borne to him that he had been well-pleased unto God.

6. And without faith it is impossible to be well-pleasing unto him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that seek after him.

7. By faith Noah, being warned of God concerning things not seen as yet, moved with godly fear, prepared an ark to the saving of his house; through which he condemned the world, and became heir of the righteousness which is according to faith.

Abraham and Sarah

8. By faith Abraham, when he was called, obeyed to go out into a place which he was to receive for an inheritance; and he went out, not knowing whither he went.

9. By faith he became a sojourner in the land of promise, as in a land not his own, dwelling in tents, with Isaac and Jacob, the heirs with him of the same promise:

10. For he looked for the city which hath the foundation, whose builder and maker is God.

11. By faith even Sarah herself received power to conceive seed when she was past age, since she counted him faithful who had promised.

12. Wherefore also there sprang of one, and him as good as dead, so many as the stars of heaven in multitude, and as the sand, which is by the sea shore, innumerable.

13. These all died in faith, not having received the promises, but having seen them and greeted them from afar, and having confessed that they were strangers and pilgrims on the earth.

25. Choosing rather to be evil entreated with the people of God, than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a season:

Of the Deliverance of Israel by Faith.

27. By faith he forsook Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king: for he endured, as seeing him who is invisible.

28. By faith he kept the Passover, and the sprinkling of the blood, that the destroyer of the firstborn should not touch them.

29. By faith they passed through the Red sea as by dry land: which the Egyptians assaying to do were swallowed up.

30. by faith the walls of Jericho fell down, after they had been compassed about for seven days.

31. By faith Rahab the harlot perished not with them that were disobedient, having received the spies with peace.

The Wonders Faith has wrought.

32. And what shall I more say? For the time will fail me if I tell of Gideon, Barak, Samson, Jephthah; of David and Samuel and the prophets.

33. Who through faith subdued kingdoms, wrought righteousness, obtained promises, stopped the mouths of lions.

34. Quenched the power of fire, escaped the edge of the sward, from weakness were made strong, waxed mighty in war, turned to flight armies of aliens.

35. Women received their dead by a resurrection: and others were tortured, not accepting their deliverance; that they might obtain a better resurrection:

The Suffering Faith has endured.

36. And others had trails of mockings and scourgings, yea, moreover of bonds and imprisonment:

Appendix F

Compare and contrast

     There are many different ways to understand the writing of different versions of the 

book of Hebrew or for that matter any writer’s intent. But when the Spirit allows you 

special skills and this skill or gift is the spirit of discernment you are truly 

blessed. Because appendix F purpose is to compare and contrast the writing of three 

different Bibles as written in Appendix A, B and C and that these versions are already 

provided to the reader. This paper will look more at the thirteen chapters and a few 

verses that need some clarification or the discernment of this writer. These appendixes 

were written in the format as was done by the author’s of “The Holiest of All” as close as 

possible so that the reader can understand the writing styles and mannerisms of the 

this writer. 

Chapter one:

More Powerful than angels

     Appendix A (A) verse 1:4 “thus becoming by so much to the Messenger, 

inasmuch as He inherited a more distinguished Power than they.” 

     Chapter one Appendix B (B) verse 1:4 “Being made so much better than the angels, as 

he hath by inheritance obtained a more excellent name than they. (Phil 2:9-10)

     Chapter one Appendix C (C) verse1: 4 “Having become by so much better than the 

angels, as he hath inherited a more excellent name than they. (Ch. 1:4; 6:9; 7:7,19,22; 8;6; 9:23; 10:34; 

11:16,35,40; 12:24) 

     (The first thing we note is that (A) uses Messenger with the M capitalized in both (B) 

and (C) the word angel is used and not capitalized. The use of a capital M by FF is 

usually reserved for when he is giving the word a higher position or status as if he were 

writing the word God or Jesus. We see this when he writes He or Power referring to 

Jesus, whereas both of the other versions keep His name in lower case. Secondly, we see 

that FF uses very few reference to other books of the Bible an in (B) one and in (C) the 

author notes how many times a passage was used in the book of Hebrew. These 

differences will cause the reader confusion if they do not refer to a concordance 

frequently. The third point to read is the word Power in (A) whereas in both (B) and (C) 

the word more excellent name was used. Having more Power and being capitalized gives 

Jesus works more creditability than just a more excellent name.) 

      In (A) 1:7 “But as to His Messengers He only says: He MAKES HIS MESSENGERS 

SPIRIT, AND HIS MINISTERS BURNING FIRE.” 

      In (B) 1:7 “And of the angels he saith, Who maketh his angels spirits, and his 

ministers a flame of fire.”

      In (C) 1:7 “And of the angels he saith, Who maketh his angels winds, and his 

ministers a flame of fire:

      (Reading from Psa 97:4 in both FF and KJV “His couriers are storms! His agents 

flames of fire.” We can see that the key here is the use of the words “flame of fire” 

because as we read other chapters we will find the use of the word “consuming fire” and 

we will need to understand the meaning to be the consuming Love of the Godhead. Notice 

also that the author of (A) usage of CAPITALIZATION for quotes by The Godhead).  

     In (A) 1:12 “AND YOU SHALL FOLD THEM AS A CLOCK, AND THEY SHALL 

BE CHANGED: BUT YOU ARE THE SAME, AND YOUR YEARS WILL NOT BE 

ECLIPSED.” Psa. 102:25-27

     In (B) 1:12 “And as a vesture shalt thou fold them up, and they shall be changed: but 

thou art the same, and thy years shall not fail. 

     In (C) 1:12 “And as a mantle shalt thou roll them up, as a garment, and they shall be 

changed: but thou art the same, and thy years shall not fail.”

      (We note in (A) the time is used as a measurement of forever and that we know that 

we as His people are being spoken of, whereas in (B) and (C) would have you believe 

that it is an outer garment rather than our flesh. In addition the reference of time being 

removed and we can read “And we have put aside all the past NOW. We can further read 

that we are as we were before creation and we always will be one with God. Also “AND 

YOUR YEARS WILL NOT BE ECLIPSED.” We will remain under His shadow.)

Chapter 2

Defeat of the devil

     In (A) 2:8 “HAVING SUBJECTED ALL BENEATH HIS FEET.” But if He subjected 

all, He could leave nothing unsubjected to him, However, we do not now see all subject 

to him.” Mat 28:18, Eph 1:22 

     In (B) 2:8 “Thou hast but all things in subjection under his feet. For in that he put all 

in subjection under him, he left nothing that is not put under him. But now we see not yet 

all things put under him.” Matt 28:18; Eph 1:22

     In (C) 2:8 “Thou didst put all things in subjection under his feet. For in that he 

subjected all things unto him, he left nothing not subject to him. But now we see not yet 

all things subjected to him.”

     (In (A) “HAVING SUBJECT ALL BENEATH HIS FEET” leaves no room for 

maybe someone or something is not subject to Him. The question is, why is this unknown 

to us? In the next sentence the answer is; not that it is not done but that we do not see His 

work completed? We must know in our spiritual hearts that the Godhead created all 

things and that nothing was created that that was not created by Him. Although (B) and 

(C) say basically the same the version by FF is easier to interpret. The least you can say 

is that man destiny is fulfilled in Jesus.) Psa 8:4-6

     In (A) 2:14 “Since, then, the children share in blood and flesh, He also partook of the 

same with them; so that through death He might abolish him who has the dominion of 

death, that is the devil.”     

     In (B) 2:14 Forasmuch then as the children are partakers of flesh and blood he also 

himself likewise took part of the same; that through death he might destroy him that had 

the power of death, that is the devil; John 1:14, Phil 2:7, 1 Cor 15:54 

     In (C) 2:14 “Since then the children are shares in flesh and blood, he also himself in 

like manner partook of the same; that through death he might bring to naught him that 

had the power of death, that is the devil;

     (Our Lord “Jesus Christ” came in the body of many so that we can relate to Him as 

one of us. This manifestation was done so that we could believe in the life after death. 

Since Jesus was born under the law He abolished the law. Where there was law there 

was sin but without the law there cannot be sin. The four gospels were written under the 

law and the Book of Acts starts teaching of Grace. When He is born of blood and flesh 

He became like us not us become like him, however, upon the comforter (the Holy Spirit 

the third person of the Godhead) being sent. In the Gospel we read He came back as flesh 

and bone this shows that He did not come as flesh and blood is an important statement 

for we must understand His blood was shed and He can only sacrifice Himself once for 

our sins. So the devil was abolished or destroyed. What is destroyed cannot return only 

the illusion of the devils returns but in reality there is only the flesh being disobedient to 

the Father.) 
Chapter 3

Organizer of all things

     In (A) 3:3-4 “But He is though worthy of a greater dignity than Moses, as much as 

the master of the house has more honour than the steward. 4. For every house is organized 

by someone; but God is the organizer of all things.”
     In (B) 3:3-4 “For this man was counted worthy of more glory than Moses, inasmuch 

as he who hath builded the house hath more honour than the house. 4. For every house is 

builded by some man; but he that built all things is God.” Eph 2:10, Chap 1-2

     In (C) 3:3-4 “For he hath been counted worthy of more glory than Moses, by so much 

as he built the house hath more honour than the house. 4. For every house is builded by 

some one; but he that built all things is God.”

     (Our Lord Jesus Christ, the Second Person of the Godhead, as the Word caused all 

creation to become. Moses was the steward of God’s house as Adam was of His 

arrangement, but we, because of Grace have a more magnificent gift. We are now the 

house of God’s divine Spirit. We may be the organizer of all the worldly works but the 

Godhead has created this material and substance for our live’s. In the beginning there 

was nothing except the oneness of the Spirit/spirit. When the Godhead breathed into 

Adams nostril he became a living intelligent spirit Gen. 2:7 “a life containing soul.” FF.)

     In (A) 3:14 “For we shall be participants with THE MESSIAH, if we steadily hold 

fast to the first foundation until perfect.”

     In (B) 3:14 “For we are made partakers of Christ, if we hold the beginning of our 

confidence steadfast unto the end;

     In (C) 3:14 “For we are become partakers of Christ, if we hold fast the beginning of 

our confidence, firm unto the end:

     (In (B) and (C) it is written “steadfast unto the end” and in (A) (FF) writes hold fast 

to the first foundation until perfect. The first foundation (Adam) was marred by the 

disobedience of Adam (not Eve, because God’s instructions were given to Adam) but 

when “THE MESSIAH” came and departed leaving the Holy Spirit His creation was 

perfected. We were then returned to our original state. But what was our original state? 

Was it this body or the union of Spirit/spirit? Easily to be perfect it has to be spiritual 

maturity. Col 1:28 “which we proclaim; warning every man, and teaching every person 

in a perfect philosophy, so that we may present each one perfect in Christ.”)

Chapter 4 

Now you can hear me

     In (A) 4:1 “let us therefore be careful, lest by abandon a promise to enter into His rest, 

any one from among you should think of lagging behind.”

     In (B) 4:1 “Let us therefore fear, lest, a promise being left us of entering into his rest, 

any of you should seem to come short of it.”

     In (C) 4:1 “Let us fear therefore, lest haply, a promise being left of entering into his 

rest, any one of you should seem to have come short of it.”

     (FF is careful in his usage of words noting how he writes to “be careful” whereas the 

other writers write “let us fear”. We should also read that God made us a promise that 

He would never leave us nor forsake us. Even though God says this, the soulish mind may 

not remember His promise or His wanting us to be with Him always. The writings of 

Paul assure us that we have received a gift without works so that we may not claim that it 

was by our works we shall enter into His Rest. But what of His rest? Since God is always 

in motion His rest is not like ours. So how can we enter that which is not of our making? 

The rest is a spiritual rest where we and He become one. We will achieve immortally and 

our spirit which is now one will depart this mortal body as did Jesus because He has 

shown us the Way. We need not to fear, but only to use due diligence and know He will be 

with us always. The definition of “Haply”-by chance or perhaps)

     In (A) 4:7 “He again fixed a particular time, TODAY, saying, after that time, by 

David- as I said before- TODAY, IF YOU WILL HEAR HIS VOICE, HARDEN NO, 

YOUR HEARTS.”

     In (B) 4:7 “Again, he limited a certain day, saying David, Today, after so long a time; 

as it is said, today if ye will hear his voice, harden not your hearts.” Ps. 95:7

     In (C) 4:7 “He again defineth a certain day, saying in David, after so long a time, 

Today, as it hath been before said, To-day if ye shall hear his voice, Harden not your 

hearts.”

     (“He fixed particular time” which is more defined than a certain day. We see time as 

now which the Apostle Paul writes about. The time is now that we have been secured by 

the blessing of the Lord as He has now sent upon us the Holy Spirit. Although in the past 

God hardened the hearts of many Kings, He is now loosening us from His doing this and 

telling us, “Now open up your spiritual heart and hear Me call you to Minister My 

Words.) 

     In (A) 4:16 “Let us go, therefore, with freedom to the throne of the Giver, so that we 

may receive mercy; and we shall find a perfectly supporting gift. 

     In (B) 4:16 “ Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may 

obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.” Eph 2:18

     In (C) 4:16 “Let us therefore draw near with boldness unto the throne of grace, that we 

may receive mercy, and may find grace to help us in the time of need. 

     (Let us go and we shall find along with the perfect gift, Jesus transforms from this 

world to the spiritual world. For us to meet with Him we must also be in this spiritual 

place. So let us now hear His words and receive the perfect free gift of the Holy Spirit. 

We can see in chapter four that we are to now hear Jesus without an intermediator and 

we can directly talk to Him. The veil has been torn and we have direct access to our 

Father.)

Chapter 5

He teaches eternal salvation

     In (A) 5:6 “And as He says in another place: YOU ARE AN ETERNAL PRIEST. 

ACCORDING TO THE ORDER OF MELCKI-SEDEK” Psa 110:4 The Lord promised, and never will 

change! For ever you shall be a priest Of the Order of Melk-i-zedek!     

     In (B) 5:6 “And as He also in another place, thou art a priest for ever after the order of 

Melchisedec.” Ps. 110:4 

     In (C) 5:6 “As he saith also in another place, Thou art a priest for ever after the order 

of Melchizedek”

     (Who is the eternal priest and who is speaking that says that you are the eternal priest 

to the order of Melki-sedek? If in Psa 110:4 the Lord promises that you shall be a priest 

Of the order of Melk-i-zedek than by Him sending Himself to us and giving us the Holy 

Priesthood we too are now of the order of Him. Remembering the Godhead was 

Melkizedek in Gen 15:18 for no one else can have no beginning nor end but the 

Godhead.) 

     In (A) 5:9 “and having been perfected, He become the origin of eternal salvation to all 

who obey Him-“

     In (B) 5:9 “And being made perfect, he became the author of eternal salvation unto all 

them that obey him;”

    In (C) 5:9 “And having been made perfect, he became unto all them that obey him the 

author of eternal salvation;”

     (Rom 14:11 “As it is written ‘I live, says the Lord, so that every knee shall bend to Me, 

and every tongue confess to God” FF-This writer often wonders who can not obey our 

Lord? This verse is taken from Isa 14:23 before Grace had indwelled within all of His 

creation. We read that in the O/T that the Spirit came upon the prophets and seers as 

God allowed but now the time has come that we are made perfect.)

     In (A) 5:12 “For at the time when you ought to be teachers, you have need again for 

some one to teach you the rudiments of the first principles of God’s purposes; and you 

have come to have need of milk, and not of solid food.”

     In (B) 5:12 “For then for a time ye ought that one teach you again which be the first 

principles of the oracles of God; and are become such as have need of milk and not 

strong meat.

     In (C) 5:12 “For then by reason of the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need 

again that some one teach you rudiments of the first principles of the oracles of God; and 

are become such as have need of milk, and not of solid food.”

     (Many ministers have forgotten the first principle of God’s purpose. Not only to love 

His children, both sons and daughters, but also to feed His children, cloth His children 

and to teach His children. 1 Cor 9:16-17 “For if I am preaching the gospel, it is no credit 

to me; rather a necessity is laid upon me; because it is a punishment for me if I am not 

preaching the gospel. Yet if I do this willingly, I have a reward; if unwillingly, I have 

been entrusted with an office.” (FF) - The word rudiments (the fundamentals) what are 

they? To love the Lord God as He Loves us. The Oracle is the High Priest that connects 

us to God. The Godhead in the Father Who thinks it, The Son or Word Who speaks it and 

the Holy Ghost Who does it. The Holy Ghost is now the connecting point that brings use 

to God directly without us having to have an intermediary as was required in the O/T. 

Our sins are no longer remembered we are saved from eternal damnation.)

Chapter 6

We entered in to His rest

     In (A) 6:10 “For God is not unjust as to be forgetful of your work, and of the love 

which has been shown to His Name, by having ministered to the holy, and still 

ministering.”

    In (B) 6:10 “For God is not unrighteous to forget your work and labour of love, which 

ye have shown toward his name, in that ye have ministered to the saints, and do minister.

     In (C) 6:10 “For God is not unrighteous to forget your work and the love which ye 

showed toward his name, in that ye ministered unto the saints, and still do minister.”

     (We always must remember that God sees all things, even when we do them in the 

darkest places, He knows our heart, the righteous and good as well as the unrighteous 

and bad. But because of His Love for us He has now allowed us to walk in His Kingdom.)

     In (A) 6:20 “where as a Forerunner Jesus has entered for us, becoming a High Priest 

for ever according to the order of Melchi-sedek.”

    In (B) 6:20 “Whither the forerunner is for us entered, even Jesus, made an high priest 

for ever after the order of Melchisedec.”

    In (C) 6:20 “Whither as a fore-runner Jesus entered for us, having become a high priest 

for ever after the order of Melchizedek.”

     (The fact that Jesus has entered and is now entered into us, as the third part of the 

Godhead, we are now all high priest on the order of Melchi-sedek. 1 John 4:12 “If we 

love one another, God dwells in us, and His love is perfected in us. By this we recognise 

that we dwell in Him, and He in us, because He endowed us with His own spirit” John 

14:25 “I have told you this while remaining with you; but the Helper, the Holy Spirit, 

Whom the Father will send you everything, and remind you of all that I have Myself told 

you.” John 10:34 “Jesus answered them: ‘Is it not written in your own law, I SAID, YOU 

ARE GODS’?)

Chapter 7

The greater has blessed us

     In (A) 7:7-8 “But, without any contradiction, the lesser is blessed by the greater. 8 And 

here indeed mortal men take tithes; but there, it is witnessed that he lives.”

     In (B) 7:7-8 “And without contradiction the less is blessed of the better. 8 And here 

men that die receive tithes; but there he receiveth them, of whom it is witnessed that he 

liveth.”  

     In (C) 7:7-8 “But without any dispute the less is blessed of the better (Melchizedek 

more than Levi) 8 and here men die receive tithes; but there is one, of whom it is 

witnessed that he liveth.”

     (Here you read and must understand by discernment, that Melchi-sedek was the 

greater and he blessed Abraham not Abraham blessing the lesser but the greater blessing 

the lesser.)

     In (A) 7:12 “For when the priest is being changed, of necessity comes a change of 

ritual.

     In (B) 7:12 “For the priesthood being changed, there is made of necessity a change 

also of the law.’

     In (C) 7:12 “For the priesthood being changed, there is made of necessity a change 

also of the law.

     (What ritual and law was changed? The first is that we no longer need a high priest to 

enter for us into the Holy of Holiest for we are the high priest of the order of Mechi-

zedek. Secondly He says Matt. 5:17 “Do not imagine that I have come to abolish the law 

and the prophets; I have not come to abolish, but to complete them.” Matt. 22:38-40 

“Jesus answered him, ‘Love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your 

soul, and with all your intellect. 38 That command is first, and most important. 39 But the 

second is equal to it: Love your neighbor as yourself. 40 In these two commands are 

comprised the whole law and the prophets.’) 

     In (A) 7:17 “for it is witnessed: That YOU ARE an ENTERNAL PRIEST, 

ACCORDING TO THE ORDER OF MELCHI-SEDEK.” Psa. 110:4 “The Lord promised and never will 

change! For ever you shall be a Priest Of the Order of Melk-I-Zedek.”

     In (B) 7:17 “For he testieth, Thou art a priest after the power of endless life”

     In (C) 7:17 “For it is witnessed of him, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of   

Melchizedek.”

     (Here we have the readings that Jesus is liken to Melchi-sedek which would be He is 

an exact copy of Himself. We know that the Godhead can be the Only One who had no 

beginning nor end and that in John 1:1-5; He tells us in verse 2 “He was present with 

God in the beginning.” We also know that He is in the Father and we are in Him and He 

is in us, which makes use the Holy of Holies. As the temple of God we enter as the High 

Priest of the Order of Melchi-sedek. We must move ourselves from the thoughts of the 

unrighteous and know now we are the vessel of God.) 

Chapter 8

The dwelling place of the Ever-Living

     In (A) 8:1 “And this is the sum total of these reasonings: We have a High Priest Who 

sits by right upon the throne of the Majesty in the heavens.”

     In (B) 8:1 “Now of the things we have spoken this is the sum: We have such as high 

priest, who is set on the right hand of the throne of the Majesty in the heavens.

     In (C) 8:1 “Now in the things we are saying the chief point is this: We have such a 

high priest, who sat down on the right hand of the throne of the Majesty in the heavens,” 

Ch 1:3; 2:9; 4:14; 6:20; 7:16,25,26; 8:5; 9:12,23,24; 10:12; 12:3,22,24,25

     (This writer does not believe that any true Christian or true believer would disagree 

with the verses above but now when we discern the differences and look deeper into the 

meaning, we may be divided in our thoughts and understanding. What can we agree 

upon? “That Jesus was and is indeed the High Priest and that He sits upon the throne of 

the Majesty.” But when we look at (A) “We have a High Priest Who sits by right upon the 

throne of the Majesty.” Jesus by right, not on the right nor is he the right hand, but by 

right is GOD in the heavens”

      Next where are the heavens? In order for us to understand where He sits we must 

understand where His throne is what He uses for a footstool and why we are in the 

kingdom NOW. And why the heavens and not just heaven? 2 Peter 3:7 “But the present 

earth and skies are treasured up by His intention,” Heavens-the sky-as the abode of God-

Now we know two things about the heavens, first that the heavens incorporate the sky, 

secondly that it is also where God lives or dwells. But where does God dwell? (KJV) 

John 14:17 “Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth 

him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in 

you.” (FF) “The Spirit of truth, Whom the world cannot accept, because it neither sees 

Him nor know Him. You will know Him, however, for He will remain with you, and will 

be in you.” So our answer is that God lives in us and not only in us but also all around us 

for He is omni-present.)

     In (A) 8:3 “For every high Priest is appointed to offer gifts and sacrifices; hence it is 

necessary that this One should also have something He might offer.”

     In (B) 8:3 “For every high priest is ordained to offer gifts and sacrifices; wherefore it 

is of necessity that this man have something also to offer.” Ch 5:1

     In (C) 8:3 For every high priest is appointed to offer both gifts and sacrifices: 

wherefore it is necessary that this high priest also have something to offer.”

     (Here readers read that Abram gave to Melkizedek an offering or blessing (Genesis 

14:14-24) but this writer’s view is that Melkizedek had to give to Abram a gift since 

Abram released Melkizedek from captivity. This understanding then makes it clear that 

Jesus had to give us a greater gift. His gift was our internal life and salvation.)

     In (A) 8:12 “FOR I WILL PITY THEIR TRANSGRESSIONS, NOT REMIND 

THEM OF THEIR SINS”

     In (B) For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their iniquites 

will I remember no more.”

     In (C) 8:12 “For I will be merciful to their iniquities, and their sins will I remember no 

more.”

     (God does not see nor will He search or remind us of our sins. We may displease Him 

and He as a Loving Father will correct us, but our gift is eternal life with Him. It also 

should be noted that God does not have a gender, the Ever-Living is neither male nor 

female but because of our need to understand the natures of the Godhead we write the 

Father-Son-Holy Ghost. In (FF) Jer 31:31-34  “Look!” says the Ever-Living. “the times 

will come when I will make a New Covenant with the House of Israel, and the House of 

Judah; 32 unlike the covenant that I made with their fathers, when I grasped them in My 

hand to bring them out from the land of the Metzeraim,-which Covenant they broke, 

although I was their Guardian,”  says the Ever-Living. 33 “But this is the Covenant that I 

will make with the House of Israel after these days,” says the Ever-Living. “I will fix my 

laws in their heart,- and I will be their God, and they shall be My people. 34 and they 

shall no more each instruct his neighbor, and each his brother, saying. ‘Learn about the 

Ever-Living!’ for all of them will know Me from the least to the greatest,” says the Ever-

Living, “for I will pardon their frailty, and no more remember their sins.”)

     In (A) 8:13 “In saying, A NEW, he has made the first old; but the old and aged is 

nearly gone.

     In (B) 8:13 “In that he saith, A new covenant he hath made the first old. Now that 

which decayeth and waxed old is ready to vanish away.”

     In (C) 8:13 “In that he saith, A new covenant, he hath made the first old. But that 

which is becoming old and waxeth aged is nigh unto vanishing away.

      (What was the old and what is the new? The old was the law and sin the new is grace 

and salvation.)

Chapter 9

The Holy place past and present

    In (A) 9:2 “For a tabernacle was first constructed, in which were the lamp, and the 

table, and the presentation of the loves-which were called the Holies.

     In (B) 9:2 “For there was a tabernacle made; the first, whereas was the candlestick, 

and the table, and the showbread; which is called the sanctuary.” Ex 26:1

     In 9:2 “For there was a tabernacle prepared, the first, where as were the candlestick, 

and the table, and the shew-bread; which is called the Holy place.

     (The structure built by man directed by the Ever-Living and the candle being replaced 

by the Light through Jesus Christ.)

      In (A) 9:8 “The Holy Spirit thus indicating that the way for the holy was not yet to be 

made visible while the first tabernacle was standing.”

     In (B) 9:8 “The Holy Ghost this signifying that the way into the holiest of all was not 

yet made manifest, while as the first tabernacle was yet standing.”

     In (C) 9:8 “The Holy Ghost this signifying, that the way into the holy place hath not 

yet been manifest, while as the first tabernacle is yet standing; Ch. 9:12,24; 10:19,22; 12:22.

     (Notice that in (A), (B)  and (C) that holy is lower case whereas Holy Ghost or Holy 

Spirit is upper case. What does that tell us about the holy? The best translation would be 

in (A) “that the way for the holy was not yet to be made visible” In (B) AND (C) we might 

read into the verse as being into the Holiest of Holy or entering into the Holiest or God 

Himself. But because of the translation of (A) we read that it is us that the way was not 

made visible, but in the N/T the way is made visible)

     In (A) 9:11 “But Messiah having arrived, a High Priest of the benefits that are coming 

through the greater and more perfect tabernacle, not made by hands, that is not of this 

creation.”

     In (B) 9:11 “But Christ being come an high priest of good things to come, by a greater 

and more perfect tabernacle, not made with hands, that is to say, not of this building; 

Ch 3:1; Ch 10:1

     In (C) 9:11 “But Christ having come a high priest of the good things to come, through 

the greater and more perfect tabernacle, not made with hands, that is to say, no of this 

creation.” Ch 9:14,20; 10:19,22,29; 11:28; 12:24; 13:12,20

     (But the Messiah or the Christ having arrived, Messiah-Used in the (KJ) version twice 

in Daniel 9:25 and 26 and used in the (FF) version here in 9:11. Messiah meaning in the 

O/T a consecrated person, king, priest or saint (Strong Concordance); in American 

Heritage Dictionary, The King of Jews, or Savior. Daniel written 538 B.C 9:25 “So 

know, and comprehend;-that from the issue of the order to restore and build Jerusalem, 

until the MESSIAH arrives, in seven weeks, and sixty-two weeks. 26 And after the sixty-

two weeks, the MESSIAH will be slain,-none support Him.-(FF) When we read in the OT 

that the savior will come and then be destroyed which is the changing from the mortal 

form into the Spiritual or immortality. The Ever-Living could not be contained in the 

building built by Solomon and the Ever-Living is not to dwell in a place built by man but 

is now dwelling in God’s perfect house. This creation would be God’s arrangement and 

this place where we believe we now live. But as God is a time traveler so are we for we 

are one with Him.)

     In (A) 9:20 “THIS IS THE BLOOD OF THE SETTLEMENT WHICH GOD HAS 

CONCLUDED WITH YOU.”

     In (B) 9:20 “Saying, This is the blood of the testament which God hath enjoined unto 

you.

     In (C) 9:20 “Saying, this is the blood of the covenant which God commanded to you-

ward.

     (We find in the three versions three different words, settlement-testament-covenant, 

each of these three words has totally different meanings. First “settlement” is to pay in 

full what was before agreed upon. The second word “testament” is the commitment made 

that something is to be conveyed upon the death of a person.. The third word “covenant” 

is a promise between two or more individuals.  Jesus paid the full price with is blood and 

death and all good works are finished within us because of the indwelling Spirit of the 

Holy Ghost. It was written that upon the death of someone they would write a testament 

and at the time of their death the testament would be read and their property would 

transfer to those outlined in the will. In addition God made a promise in the O/T and that 

promise has been fulfilled. So we have that Jesus paid the price and our salvation is 

given to us and He has kept His promise.)

     In (A) 9:24 “For Messiah entered not into a hand-made sanctuary, a representation of 

the true; but into the heavens itself, where He now appears for us in the presence of 

God.”

     In (B) 9:24 “For Christ is not entered into the holy places made with hands, which are 

the figures of the true; but into heaven itself, not to appear in the presence of God for us.”

     In (C) 9:24 “For Christ entered not into a holy place made with hands, like in pattern 

to the true; but into heavens itself, now appear before the face of God for us:

     (From our previous readings we know that when Jesus left this world He indwelled in 

the heavens, we also know that the heavens are within us and surrounding us. We also 

know that God Spirit gives us life and now we have the  three “Godhead” indwelling in 

us and we are a reflection of God. Our words, actions and deeds are now all to be God-

Like. For all sins have been abolished. Many readers have not discerned they may say 

they are still a sinner; it is a state of mind. Once you confess with your mouth “I am no 

longer a sinner,” these actions and thoughts removed sin from you. If you want to be a 

sinner then confess, “I am a sinner,” personally this writer says, “I am no longer a 

sinner,” and I have taken my place with my Father.)

     In (A) 9:28 “thus also Messiah, having offered Himself once to take away sins from 

the many, will manifest Himself a second time, apart from sins, for the salvation of those 

expecting Him.”

     In (B) 9:28 “So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many; and unto them that 

look for him shall he appear the second time without sin unto salvation.” 

Rom 6:10; Pet 3 3:18; 2:24

     In (C) 9:28 “So Christ also, having been once offered to bear the sins of many, shall 

appear a second time apart from sins, to them that wait for him, unto salvation.”

     (These verses are a confirmation of previous teachings. Sin can only be removed once 

and Jesus can only die once for the sins of many. A reader would ask, “Why did He not 

die for the sins of all?”  Not everyone was a sinner; He came for the unrighteous for the 

righteous did not need forgiveness. Matt 9:12 “But Jesus, having heard it replied, ‘The 

healthy have no need of a physician; but only those who are sick. Go, however, and learn 

what this means:’” But for the many who were unrighteous He came for them and we all 

were filled with the Comforter.  Many are awaiting His second coming without the 

understanding He rose from mortality to immortality and returned the second time as the 

third person of the GODHEAD the Holy Spirit.)

Chapter 10

One offering total forgiveness
      In (A) 10:1 “For the Law, being a shadow of these future, benefits, not the 

representation itself of the facts, was never able to perfect the attendants by those yearly 

sacrifices which were offered continually-

     In (B) 10:1 “For the law having a shadow of good things to come, and not the very 

image of the things, can never with those sacrifices which they offered year to year 

continually make the comers there unto perfect. Col 2:17; Ch 9:9,11

     In (C) 10:1 For the law having a shadow of the good things to come, not the very 

image of the things to come, they can never with the same sacrifices year to year, which 

they offer continually, make perfect them that draw nigh. 

     (A shadow is a reflection of the real but not the exact image. Gen 1:26 God then said, 

“Let Us make men under Our Shadow, as Our Representatives.” (FF) The verse in 10:1 

however was not to be understood as what was written in Gen 1:26 but as a darkness or 

an error which we were to wait for our salvation. Our salvation was not to be an error 

but the Living God giving us eternal life.)

     In (A) 10:9 “BEHOLD, I COME TO DO YOUR WILL. He takes away the first, so 

that He might establish the second.”

     In (B) 10:9 “Then said he, Lo, I come to do your will O God. He taketh away the first, 

that he may establish the second.”

     In (C) 10:9 “Then hath he said, Lo, I am come to do thy will. He taketh away the 

first, that he may establish the second.”

     (The best explanation of this verse is found in Matt 5:17 “Do not imagine that I have 

come to abolish the law and the prophets; I have not come to abolish, but to complete 

them.”-(FF) Nothing can be started unless the old is finished. When the old works are 

done new works can begin.)

     In (A) 10:10 “By which will we are made holy through the offering of the body of 

Jesus the Messiah once and for all.”

     In (B) 10:10 “By which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of 

Jesus Christ once for all.” John 17:19; Ch 9:12

       In (C) 10:10 “By which will we have been sanctified through the offering of the body 

of Jesus Christ once for all.

     (In O/T there was a yearly requirement that all the tribes of Israel migrate to one 

central location. We see this in 1 Samuel 1:3 “This man went up yearly from his village 

to worship, and to sacrifice to the Lord of Hosts in Shiloh,”-(FF) The reading is when 

Hanah offered up Samuel to the Lord through Eli. The time frame was during Passover 

and it was in remembrance of the Lord protecting them before their journey in the 

wilderness. As the Lord had prepared the Better Way Jesus was also to be sacrificed 

during the same period.)

     In (A) 10:14 “For by one offering He perfected the purified in perpetuity.” –(being 

perpetual-Lasting Forever)

     In (B) 10:14 “For one offering he hath perfected for ever them that are sanctified.” Ver.1

       In (C) 10:14 “For by one offering he hath perfected for ever them that are sanctified.”

(In both (B) and (C) that qualification for being purified for ever was that one needed to 

be sanctified where as in (FF) it was inclusive. Sanctified-means to make holy-so we can 

read by Jesus death we all became holy forever.)

     In (A) 10:17 “AND OF THEIR SINS AND LAWLESSNESS REMAIN NO MORE.”

Jer 31:33-34

     In (B) 10:17 “And their sins and iniquities will I remember no more.”

     In (C) 10:17 “And their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more.”

       (Remembering previous writings we will recall that Jesus did not come for the 

righteous but the unrighteous, because of His coming for the unrighteous it was their sins 

He would remove sin, not placing them aside or moving them forward but sin would 

remain no more.)

     In (A) 10:18 “But where there is a release from them, there need no more offerings for 

sins.”

     In (B) 10:18 “Now where remission of these is, there is no more offering for sin.”

     In (C) 10:18 “Now where remission of these is, there is no more offering for sin.”

     (Remission-pardon or forgiveness- It is important that we understand that remission 

was not a temporary state and that the word was used as total forgiveness not something 

that was temporary. See that (FF) “the release from them” helps us to better understand 

this.)

     In (A) 10:19 “Therefore, brothers, having free entry into the interior of the Holies 

through the blood of Jesus.”

     In (B) 10:19 “Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter into the holiest by the 

blood of Jesus.”

     In (C) 10:19 “Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter into the holy place by the 

blood of Jesus.”

     (Having free entry has a much more important message than boldness. Boldness 

would lead us to believe we need courage, if that were the case it would eliminate those 

who do not have courage nor have conviction for total salvation.)

     In (A) 10:36 “For you have need of patience, so that doing the will of God, you may 

enjoy the promise.”

     In (B) 10:36 “For ye have need of patience, that, after ye have done the will of God, 

ye might receive the promise.”

     In (C) 10:36 “For ye have need of patience, that, having done the will of God, ye may 

receive the promise.”

     (Simple stated that we do the will of God and we have received the promise. The 

promise or covenant is eternal salvation)

Chapter 11

Faith no longer, but Trust in the Lord for His word is True

     In (A) 11:1 “for Faith is the standing-ground of the hopeful, the conviction of unseen 

facts;

     In (B) 11:1 “Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not 

seen. Rom 8:24;” 2 Cor 4:18

       In (C) 11:1 “Now faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the proving of things not 

seen.”

     (Although it is important for the reader to understand the word faith as it applies to 

the O/T it is also important that today we change our minds, not toward the faith for that 

which is to come but the trust in the Ever-Living that it is done. As we review a few 

scriptures concerning the faith of old we must understand that faith was when the Holy 

Spirit did not dwell within us. Faith, was knowing, without seeing that salvation was to 

come through the Messiah. But now He has come and we must trust in His finished 

works. When reading about faith we should understand we now have Christ like faith. 

Christ like faith is perfect faith. Perfect faith knows that it is done, not the hope for things 

to be or to come about at a later time.)

      In (A) 11:13 “All these died relying upon faith, not having received the promises; but 

yet having seen them and embraced them afar, and confessing that they were but quests 

and visitors upon the earth.”

     In (B) 11:13 “These all died in faith, not having received the promise, but having seen 

them afar off, and were persuaded of them, and embraced them, and confessed that they 

were strangers and pilgrims on the earth.”

     In (C) 11:13 “These all died in faith, not having received the promises, but having 

seen them and greeted them from afar, and having confessed that they were strangers and 

pilgrims on the earth.

     (It must seem strange to the nonbeliever that faith, “ was that which was to come,” 

but never came to the generations of the O/T. Now faith is no longer needed because 

we have seen the promise fulfilled. Even stranger is that we do not belong to this 

world and that we are here only as a temporary visitor. This teaching, which this 

writer teaches, is confirmed within this simple verse. “They died with faith. We live with 

the promise fulfilled”.  In each of the variations it says we were strangers on the earth. If 

they were strangers are we also not of this world. However now we are in the Kingdom of 

THE EVER-LIVING. John 15:19 “-but because you are not from this world, but I have 

chosen you from out of the world.”-(FF) Luke 17:21 “Look here!’ or ‘There’; for see! 

The Kingdom of God exists within yourselves.”)

     In (A) 11:40 “God providing something better for us, so that they should not be 

perfected without us.”

     In (B) 11:40 “God having provided some better thing for us, that they without us 

should not be made perfect.”

     In (C) 11:40 “God having provided something concerning us, that apart from us they 

should not be made perfect.” 

     (Who is to be made perfect and how are they to be made perfect. What did God 

provide for us? We know that we shall judge angels. We know that as teachers we are to 

teach that perfection is a spiritual goal. Perfect-consecrate, accomplished, finished-

Strong Concordance. In Romans 12:2 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye 

transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and 

acceptable, and perfect, will of God.”-(KJV) Here perfect means Moral character-of full 

age and complete. In (FF) 12:2 “And do not adapt yourselves to this age; but be 

transformed by the renewal of the mind, to search out what is the intention of God,-the 

Good, and Noble, and Perfect!” But how do we learn about the intention of God. In Acts 

8:30 “Do you understand what you are reading?” the answer is found in Acts 8:31 How 

is it possible that I should understand, unless some one can explain it to me?” 

     So within these few scripture we find our answers. God has provided the Holy Spirit 

so we need not rely on faith. And that because a few are chosen as teachers the rest of the 

world receive instructions on how to activate the Holy Ghost. Life as God knows it is in 

another dimension, this dimension of the spiritual part of us is where man and God 

become one. We were in the beginning and now and always will be with Him

     Walking in an immortal body as Jesus came back to us after His resurrection. When 

reading the Book of Gen chapter2 it is implied that Adam walked with God in the Garden 

of Eden. Since it is only possible to walk with God in spirit the reader should give 

consideration that Adam was immortal, one that has not blood, flesh and bone but 

bone and flesh only. This body is again described in Luke 24:39 “for a spirit has flesh 

and bones,” The reason for this thought is that Adam walked with God for millions of 

years in his immortal body before the transgression. )

Chapter 12

We are consumed and taught by the Ever-Living

     In (A) 12:1 “And therefore, we having with us such an encompassing cloud of 

witnesses, throwing off the weight, and seductive sin, let us run persistently through our 

prescribed course;”

     In (B) 12:1 “Wherefore seeing we also are compassed about with so great a cloud of 

witnesses, let us lay aside every weight, and the sin which doth so easily beset us, and let 

us run with patience the race that is set before us,” Col 3:8

     In (C) 12:1 “Therefore let us also, seeing we are compassed about with so great a cloud 

of witnesses, lay aside every weight and the sin which doth so easily beset us, and let us 

run with patience the race that is set before us.” Ch 2:10; 6:20; 10:20; 13:13.

     (Encompassing-enclosed, or be bound: Cloud-something that is covered: Witnesses-

martyr- one who suffers death because of their spiritual beliefs:  Persistently-to be 

steadfast: Prescribed-to set down as a rule or guide:

     We have taken the verse above and dissected it into its smallest form for the key 

words, now let’s re-read the verse. “And therefore, we having been enclosed and bound 

by that which covers us completely the blood of Jesus, who died for us because of His 

belief in us, that we can know without a doubt that our salvation is complete.”)

     In (A) 12:2 “looking forward to Jesus. The Leader and trainer of our faith, Who 

striving for the reward prepared for Him, endured the cross, despising its shame, and sits 

by right on the throne of God.”

     In (B) “Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that 

was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right 

hand of the throne of God.”

     In (C) 12:2 “Looking unto Jesus the author and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy 

that was set before him endured the cross, despising shame, and hath sat down at the right 

of the throne of God.   

     (Before reading for the spiritual understanding let’s read the last part of the verse 

from (FF)” and sits by right on the throne of God”. Whereas the other two versions read 

at the right hand of the throne of God. This difference allows the reading to understand 

perfectly that God is the three in one person. The Godhead-Father-Son-Holy Spirit. 

     Now having a complete understanding we can go back and read the verse with some 

help of other reading in the Bible. John 1:1 “The Word existed in the beginning, and the 

Word was with God, and the Word was God.”  Furthermore we read   Gen 1:31 “And 

God gazed upon all that He made, and it was very beautiful-”   

     “Knowing that the Godhead created His arrangement and that His arrangement was 

perfect, He being the organizer of all things showed us that through a death of the flesh 

that we will be with Him now in the Heavens.”)

     In (A) 12:6 “FOR THE LORD CORRECTS THOSE HE LOVES, AND CHASTISES 

EVERY SON IN WHOM HE DELIGHTS” 
Prov 3:11-12

     In (B) 12:6 “For whom the Lord loveth he chastenth, and scourgeth every son whom 

he receiveth.” 

     In (C) 12:6 “For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom 

he receiveth. “

     (We read in all three versions that the Lord corrects all those whom He Loves. The 

question we ask; “Is there anyone that God does not love?” If then God Loves all of us 

then each of us will go through correction. But what is correction? Correction is what is 

used to teach a child how to be complete and one with Him.  As a parent we teach our 

children the difference between right and wrong, our Heavenly Father does the same 

with all of His children. None of us were born as an adult, each of us started out in the 

womb of you mother as a child. Each of us grows and matures into our present form as 

an adult. All of us will be received by Him. John 6:45 “-And they shall all be taught from 

God.” John 5:25 “I tell you most assuredly, that the time will come, and has now come, 

when the dead shall listen to the voice of the Son of God; and the hearers will live.”)

     In (A) 12:9 “Then, if we have corrections from our bodily fathers, and obeyed them, 

how much rather shall we not endure from the Father of our spirits and”

     In (B) 12:9 “Furthermore we have had fathers of our flesh which corrected us, and we 

gave them reverence: shall we not much rather be in subjection unto the Father of spirits, 

and live?”

     In (C) 12:9 “Furthermore, we had the fathers of our flesh to chasten us, and we gave 

them reverence: shall we not much rather be in subjection unto the Father of spirits and 

live?”

     (Our expectation as a parent is that we raise our children so that they are 

unblemished by the world we live in. We have taken on a task and in many cases failed 

because of our own lack of knowledge and understanding of what it means to be a parent. 

Such a lack of understanding and knowledge is unknown to the Lord. We know that He is 

Omnipresent (every where)-Omnipotent (having unlimited power)-Unchangeable (the 

same today, yesterday and tomorrow. Because of these three characteristics we know that 

He gives us the correct amount of all things, neither too little nor too much, but exactly 

what is needed when it is needed. Our burden is small.)

     In (A) 12:11 “Yet all correction for the present seems not to be a pleasure, but a grief; 

although afterwards it returns a pleasant fruit of righteousness to those disciplined 

through it.” 

     In (B) 12:11 “Now no chastening for the present seemeth to be joyous, but grievous: 

nevertheless afterward it yieldeth the peaceable fruit of righteousness unto them which 

are exercised thereby. 

    In (C) 12:11 “All chastening seemeth for the present to be not joyous, but grievous: yet 

afterward it yieldeth peaceable fruit unto them that have been exercised thereby, even the 

fruit of righteousness.  

     (We read that because of correction the unrighteous become righteous. Our fruits are 

to be in the Kingdom now.)

     In (A) 12:28 “Therefore having received a kingdom which cannot be shaken, let us be 

joyful, by which we serve God acceptably with reverence an awe;”

     In (B) 12:28 “Wherefore we received a kingdom which cannot be moved, let us have 

grace, whereby we may serve God acceptably with reverence and godly fear.”

     In (C) 12”28 “Wherefore, receiving a kingdom that cannot be shaken, let us have 

grace, whereby we may offer service well-pleasing to God with reverence and awe.”

     (There is a wonderful word used in both versions (A) and (C) the word is “Awe”. So 

many teachers teach that we should fear God because of what is written in the (KJV), but 

yet we know that our God is a God of Love not a God to be afraid of. We should want to 

return His Love as He Loves us. We also read that we are in the kingdom and nothing 

can take us away for the Almighty. Furthermore we read that we have the indwelling 

Spirit of our Lord as grace is upon us. This grace is the joy of our hearts as we are one 

with the Ever-Living.)

     In (A) 12:29 “For our God is a consuming fire.” Deut 4:24

     In (B) 12:29 “For our God is a consuming fire.” Ex 24:17; Deut 4:24

       In (C) 12:29 “For our God is a consuming fire.”

      (Although this writer has explained what the consuming fire of God is, it is 

important that the reader again read it so that God’s Love is ingrained into the 

subconscious. To be devoured in the O/T is to be consumed. In the N/T the meaning did 

not change but how God reacted to our being unrighteous did change. Whereas in the 

O/T death was emanate when we displeased God in the N/T we have correction and 

eternal life. Rev 21:8 “-their lot is in the lake burning with Divine fire: which is the 

second death.” 1 Cor 3:15 “If of another be burnt up, it will be lost; but he shall be 

saved, although as from fire.” 2 Peter 1:4 “-so that through these you might become 

participants of a Divine nature.-” Divine-godlike-godhead: Strong concordance.)

Chapter 13

Remember the Lord Rules over you

     In (A) 13:1 “Let brotherly love continue, Do not neglect hospitality;”

     In (B) 13:1 “Let brotherly love continue.” Rom12:10;  1 Peter 1:22

     In (C) 13:1 “Let love of the brethren continue.”

      (Rom 12:10 “Be kindly affectioned to one another, with brotherly love aiding each 

other in authority.” 1 Peter 1:22 Having purified your lives by your obedience to the 

truth, with sincere brotherly affection love one another earnestly from the heart.” This 

verse gives an insight into the greatest of the commandment of God. Matt 22:36-39 

“teacher, which commandment of the law is most important?” 37 Jesus answered, “Love 

the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your intellect. 

38 That command is first, and most important. 39 But the second is equal to it: Love your 

neighbor as yourself.-”)

     In (A) 13:2 “by which means some have unexpectedly entertained angels.”

      In (B) 13:2 “Be not forgetful to entertain strangers: for thereby some have entertained 

angels unawares.

     In (C) 13:2 “Forget not to show love unto strangers: for thereby some have entertained 

angels unaware.”

     (In previous verses we wrote that an angel is a messenger of God, in this content we 

should know how, in the O/T, that the prophet/seer or teacher was well respected and 

fed. God tells us in the Gospel that those who He sends forth that they should not have 

to bring anything with them for they will be provided for. We also read that today that 

these angels are our pastors and ministers who are our instructors. It is interesting that 

in Acts 8:29-32 it tells us that we have a need for a teacher. We also have read where 

there is a need for the righteous to instruct the unrighteous.)

     In (A) 13:5 “Let not your plan of life be avaricious. Be helpful to your neighbors; for 

He has said, ‘I WILL NOT LEAVE YOU NOR EVER FORSAKE YOU.” Deut 31:6
     In (B) 13:5 “Let your conversation be without covetousness; and be content with such 

things as ye have: for he hath said, I will never leave thee, nor forsake thee.”

 Phil 4:11; Gen 28:15

     In (C) 13:5 “Be ye free from the love of money; content with such things as ye have: 

for himself hath said, I will in no wise fail thee, neither will I in any wise forsake thee.”

     (We find in reading the three appendixes three total different versions of the same 

verse or are they?

     1. Let not your plan of life be avaricious: Extreme desire for wealth.

     2. Let your conversation be without covetousness: Desire for something belonging to 

another.

     3. Be ye free from the love of money: Do not do your works for money.

     However when we search for the meaning we found that all three verses have 

common thread, this thread is that if we are searching for the truth and only doing so 

for profit that we are not doing God’s work but we are doing the work of the flesh. 

     We read in Acts 15:28 “For it is the decision of the Holy Spirit, and our own, to lay 

upon you no greater burden than is necessary;” (FF)  1 Cor 10:13 “Trial has not 

overtaken you more than men can endure: for God is faithful, Who will not permit you to 

be tried beyond what you are able to come out of it.” (FF)

     Between these scriptures we have a better understanding that God is the provider of 

all things and that any correction or teaching is done by the Holy Spirit.)

     In (A) 13:6 “By which He encourages us to say, The Lord is my help, I will not fear; 

WHAT MAN CAN DO TO ME? Psa 118:6

     In (B) 13:6 “So that we may boldly say, The Lord is my helper, and I will not fear 

what man shall do unto me.: Psa 27:1

     In (C) 13:6 “So that with good courage we say, the Lord is my helper; I will not fear: 

What shall man do unto me?”

     (The best reference to explain these verses is taken from Matt 10:28 “Come to me, all 

who labour and are heavy-laden, and I will give you rest. 29 Take my yoke upon you and 

learn from Me; for I am gentle and kind-hearted: and you will find rest for your souls 30 

because My yoke is easy, and by burden light.”-(FF) 

Matt 6:9 “Our Father in the Heavens; Your Name must be Hallowed; 

               ‘Your Kingdom must be being  restored.’ 

               ‘Your will must be being done both  in Heaven and upon the Earth.’

               ‘Give us to-day our to-morrow’s bread;’ 

               ‘And forgive us our faults, as we forgive those offending us, for You would not                      

                lead us into temptation, but deliver us from its evil.’

              ‘For if you forgive men their faults, your heavenly Father will forgive those who  

               wronged you, then neither will your father forgive you your misdeeds’”

     Remembering that the Father dwells in you and you in Him.  

     King David 11 Sam 24:14 “When the king replied to Gar, “It is very hard for me! Let 

me, however, fall into the hand of the Ever-Living, for His mercies are many,-for I would 

not fall into the hand of man.”)

     In (A) 13:7 “Remember your leaders who related the message of God to you; imitate 

their faith, after reflecting upon the result of their way of life.” 

     In (B) 13:7 “Remember them which have rule over you, who have spoken unto you 

the word of God: whose faith follow, considering the end of their conversation.” Ver 17
     In (C) 13:7 “Remember them that had rule over you, which spake unto you the word 

of God; and considering the issue of their life, imitate their faith.” 

     (Many instructors of the Word would have you believe that this passage gives the 

government or ministers a position to direct your actions. The relationship of this verse is 

the tie between the O/T and the N/T.  Remembering what Moses taught and the Leviticus 

priest. The law was established for instructions and guidance for what was to come. But 

once the Holy Spirit was here the promise was fulfilled and there was no longer a need 

for faith for that which was to come.)

     In (A) 13:8 “Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, and to-day, and forever.”

     In (B) 13:8 “Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, and to-day, and for ever.” John 8:58

       In (C) 13:8 “Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and to-day, yea for ever.”

      (Knowing John 1:1 whereas Jesus and God are one, we can then write Jesus, God, 

Holy Spirit are one. From here we write the Ever-Living is unchangeable. Mal 3:6 “For 

I, Ever-Living, change not, or you sons of Jacob would perish.” John 8:58 “Jesus said to 

them: ‘Most assuredly I tell you, before Abraham was born, I am.”  Exodus 3:14 “When 

God responded to Moses, ‘I AM WHAT I AM!’ Therefore say ‘I AM has sent me to 

you.’”)

     In (A) 13:16 “But do not neglect well-doing and neighborliness; for God is well 

pleased with these sacrifices.”

     In (B) 13:16 “But to do good and to communicate forget not: for with such sacrifices 

God is well pleased.” Rom 12;13; 2 Cor  9:12

     In (C) 13:16 “But to do good and to communicate forget not: for with such sacrifices 

God is well please.”

      (Here is the ideal place to quote the scripture for which all ministries should be doing 

and striving for excellence  in.  John 21:15-18 these verses are what, not only our 

mission  as teachers and shepherd, but these verses are the responsibility of every 

creature that God has created. “Feed My lambs.”-Shepherd My sheep.”-“Feed My little 

sheep.” Paul writes in Romans 11:13 “-practicing hospitality-”. In 2 Cor 9:11 “In 

everything you will be enriched with all generosity, which is acquired through gratitude 

to God.” )

     In (A) 13:23 “Understand that our brother Timothy has been set free; with whom, if he 

comes soon, I will see you.”

     In (B) 13:23 “Know ye that our brother Timothy is set at liberty; with whom, if he 

come shortly, I will see you.”

     In (C) 13:23 “Know ye that our brother Timothy hath been set at liberty; with whom, 

if he come shortly, I will see you.”

     (The name Timothy is used 9 times. First in 2 Cor 1:1, four times in 1 Timothy, once in 

2 Timothy and twice in Heb. The Apostle Paul writes in 2 Cor 1:1 “Paul, an Apostle of 

Christ Jesus, through the will of God, and the brother Timothy, to the assemble of God 

existing in Corinth-” The word liberty is used 10 times and in 5 books that the Apostle 

Paul wrote. He also uses the word free twenty times in 9 different books. 

     We also know that the apostle Paul was a prisoner not only of the Lord but also he 

was incarcerated for several years before his death. In Eph 3:1 “Because of this I Paul, 

the prisoner of Christ Jesus for you heathen,” and again 4:1 “Therefore I entreat you-I, 

the prisoner of the Lord. We further read 2 Timothy “Therefore be not ashamed of the 

testimony of our Lord, now of me His prisoner;” here we find Timothy wrote about bring 

a prisoner around 67 or 68 AD (FF) and again Paul wrote his comments around to the 

Ephesian  7 years earlier around 61 AD (FF) to the same individual as Timothy. 

Paul again in  Col 1:1 “Paul, by the will of God an apostle of Christ Jesus, and the 

brother Timothy” Gives us further insight that Paul and Timothy not only traveled 

together but were of like mind.)

     In (A) 13:24 “Remember to all your leaders and all the holy. Those of Italy send kind 

regards. Grace be with you all. Amen”

     In (B) 13:24-25 “Salute all that have the rule over you, and all the saints. They of Italy 

salute you. 25 Grace be with you all. Amen.” Tit. 3:15 

     In (C) 13:24-25 “Salute all them that have the rule over you, and all the saints. They of 

Italy salute you. 25 Grace be with you all. Amen”

     (We notice that the closing of this epistle is also found in Titus 3:15 the twelve books 

written by Apostle Paul. (KJV) Grace be with you all. Amen. In (FF) “May blessing be 

with you all.” The book of Titus was written around 67 AD and this style of closing is 

only found between these two books (epistles)  around the same period.)
