Graded Learning Events

Deliverable products may range from a paragraph narrative, a paper, a PowerPoint Presentation, programming code, an analysis of the Learning Event, to an HTML Web page. These deliverable products are evaluated using the course evaluation methods.

Student Self-Assessment

A Student Self-Assessment is included for every Unit of instruction. The course platform's testing feature is utilized for this Student Self-Assessment. True/False, Multiple Choice or Short Answer testing is used for students to evaluate their own knowledge acquisition for each Unit identified course outcomes. The Student Self-Assessment is not tied to grading, but used for a student's identification of his/her own learning progress.
